Then
he takes it out of the *bath, places it
carefully. on a table .and observes it
closely. 4

He is. rewarded by an interesting
sight. ‘The ‘vapor of the alcohol soon
fills the bottle, but the saucer cools rap-
idly. and the vapor, being warmer, be-
comes eoxdensed as soon as it comes in
eontact with it. . The: upper -air in the
bottle also quickly beecomes of a Jower
temperature and real eclouds:seen ap-
wear. - These speedily become ‘dissolved
into-a_maltitude; ofitiny raindrops which

. fal} thickly, rjust-ias. an ordinary; rain
