M. WITTE TO SPEND
FEW DAYS IN CAPITAL

Wilt Probably Have Conference With M
Lenbet—The Signing of the
Treaty.

Paris, Sept. 19.—M., Witte, accom-
panied by his wife and daughter, and sev-
eral members of the Russian mission, ar-
rived here to-day after a tedious night
ride from Cherbourg. Following the ex-
press wish of the Russiar statesman,
there were no formal receptions. Only a
fow intimate friends gathered at the
northern railway station. A erowd. of
travellers respectfully saluted M. Witte,
who bowed his acknowledgments. He
appeared to be much fatigued by the voy-
age, entered an automobile and was con-
ducted to the Hotel Bristol. M. Witte
will make a brief stay in Paris, confer-
ring with Ambassader Neligoff, and prob-
ably also President Loubet.

No Delay. )

St. Petersburg, Sept. 18.—The Associ-
ated Press was assured to-day that the |
Emperor’s cruise will not involve delay
in the signing of the peace treaty, an
officiai copy of which with all documents
pertaining to the conference is om the
way here with the members of the peace
commission, who arrived at Cherbourg
to-night. The treaty is expected to be
in St. Petersburg on Thursday or Friday
ne;’tr'of. de Martens, who is already here,
will leave Paris to-morrow for Berlis,
.arriving in St. Petersburg on Saturda®.

SERIES OF FATALITIES.

"Woman Burned to Death—Child Fatally

RECEIVED BY THE KING.

Forty Thousand Scotch Volunteers in
March Past at Edinburgh—S8ir
Thomas Lipton Injured.

Edinburgh, Sept. 18.—The greatest
muster of Scotchmen under arms since
the battle of Flodden Field was reviewed
by King Edward here to-day. The King
arrived at the Scottish capital this morn-
ing and proceeded to Holyrood Palace,
when, attended by the Duke of Con-
naught and a brilliant staff, he rode to
the parade ground in King'’s park. Near-
ly 40,000 Scotch volunteers were in the
march past. Enormous numbers of visi-
tors were here from all parts of the
world and the north of England to wit-
ness the review, which is expected to
assist in counteracting the extreme irri-
tation felt i volunteer circles over recent
worrying regulations of the war oflice.
During the march past Sir Thomas
Lipton, who is honorary colonel of the
Second Lanarkshire Regiment, was lead-
ing his regiment past the King when his
horse threw him, and Sir Thomas was
kicked in the face. His injuries are not
serious. §

RUSSIAN PEACE ENVOY.

M. Witte Declined to Be Interviewed
‘ on Steamer at Plymouth.

While attempting to cross a street car
track near the Great Northern docks yes-
terday afternoon Private Hester, of Com-
pany A, Tenth United States Infantry, sta-
tioned at Fort Lawton, was struek by the
car and so injured that it is feared he will
die,

Karlstad, Sept. 18.—It wags officially
anounced last might that the probabili-
ties are tha: Norway and Sweden will
in the“near futdéire be able to bring the
present separation negotiafions to a def-
inite result. This is taken to mean that
a settlement is at hand.

The Norwegian and Swedish delegates
were in conference for two hours and
a half to-day and-adjourned to meet when
an agreement is reached on certain
points submitted to a sub-committee con-
sisting of Messrs. Lundenburg, Michel-
son, Hammerslajold and Loveland,

A certain element in Norway is op-
posing the proposed terms of agreement,
thus placing difficulty in the way of the
delegates. “If is understood that as a
basis of agreement Sweden has promised
{0 sign-an arbitration treafy as soon as
Norway is recognized as a separate state,
while Norway agrees to destroy all the
new frontier fortifications.” The other
condifions are still under consideration.

HEROIC DEED PERFORMED
5 BY JOHN NICHOLSON

Battled With Wind and Wave ‘in Order
to Take Injured Workman
to Hospital.

- Winnipeg, Sept. 20.—John Nicholson,
of Port Arthur, performed a heroic deed
in the dead of night, when with a wound-
ed man in g canoe he braved a Lake
Superior storm and safely landed his liv-
ing but helpless burden at the dock.
Last evening Robert Martin, employed
in Nicholson’s camp some twenty miles
+down shore from Port Arthur, missed
his aim with am axe, which he was rais-
ing to ‘cut wood. . 'Fhe instrument pene-
trated the foot, causing a severe imjury.
Nicholson ma®¥yagllgature of rope, and,
placing the inju man’. in @ eanoe,
rigged it with oars and started out in a
severe storm, which - was rolling  the
waters into mountainous waves. After
battling with the storm for.five or six
hours he arrived safely, and had his
charge eonveyed to the Port Arthur hos-
pital. A braver or more humane act is
not recorded in the annals of Thunder
Bay, where acts of heroism are not un-
common.

Christiania, Sept. 19.—The Aften Pos-
ten declares that, though during the ne-
gotiations at Karlstadt no troops, either
Swedish or Norwegian, will be ordered
to the frontier, and though the froatier
‘guards on both sides withdraw to a dis-
tance sufficient to prevent collisions,
there is yet no question of sending the
troops home.

THE ODD FELLOWS.

Question of Affiliation With Manchester
Unity.

Philadelphia, Sept. 19.—The real work
of the annual convention of the I.0.O.
F. began #-day, when various resolu-
tions for new legislation -and amend-
ments to the present laws were intro-
duced at the bumsiness session. Exhaus-
tive discussion will take place on the
_question of affiliation with . Manchester
Unity. There is considerable objection
to this proposition, since it.would admit
negroes to membership.

Chief intcrest in to-day’s session cen-
tred upon the question of the liquor traf-
fic as being a bar to membership. The
report which was read by Representa-
tive Gordon, and later approved by the
body in session, decides, in brief, that
1o one can remain a member of a lodge
who is engagéd in the liquor business in
any way unless he were a member and
so  engaged and has been continually

since thé first ruling was .made at the
1895 convention at Atlantic City.

1S ENTHUSIASTIC.

Sir Gilbert Parker Tells New Yorkers
. of His Trip to the Canadian
Northwest.

New York, Sept. 19.—Sir Gilbert
Parker, author, playwright, and member
of parliament, is. in New York on his
way to England after spending several
weeks in Canada.

He is enthusiastic over the northwest-
irn part of the Dominion, and says that
it is one of the richest agricultural dis-
tricts in the world. He eclaims it is be-
ing settled rapidly, that about half the
emigrants are from the United States;
that as a result they are becoming Bri-
tish subjects. He sees in this an evi-
dence of the friendly feeling existing be-
tween the United States and OCanada.

RAILROAD LEGISLATION

New York, Sept. 19.—Senator Stephen
B. Elkins, of West Virginia, is in New
York and has been in consultation here
with various railroad men and business
men on the subject of railroad and tariff
legislation to be considered hy congress
in the coming session.

As chairman of the senate committee
of interstate commerce, Mr. Elking will
have charge of all railroad legislation in
the senate, He predicts that a rate reg-
ulation bill will pass this. winter, but
feels that a bitter fight: will ensae whén
the subject of tariff revision is consider-
ed. The sepator said yesterday: “The
committee of which I am ‘chairman and
which will frame a rate regulation meas-
ure this winter is prepared for its work
and will meet two wéeks in advance of
the reguhnyswsion,"fbr the purpose of
preparag the bill. Every member of com-

 mittee’ knows exactly ‘where he stands

upon this question, and I think by De-
cember next we will bave a bill ready
for introduction. I regard decisive ac-
tion this session- as beyond question.”
