One of the most important cases that has
been before any of our couits for a long
time was that of Desmond vs Guizot. It
whs an actiun for breach of contract the
cause arising at the port of Chatham in
June last.

pared for loading, the object of the meet-
ing being to secure, if possible,an amicable
arrangement of th¢ dispute.

tiff, in presence of the Consular Agentap-
cusing him of behaving in bad faith.
