Boston was the greatest sufferer so-
far as prostrations are concerned,
there being at least 12 reported to the
hospital’ authorities during the day.
The thermometer starting in the morn-
ing in the sixties, climbed gradually
until, during the afternoon, in those
places affected by the heat, it had
goared well into the rpineties.

The humidity today was fortunately
not so high as on the two previous
days, when summer weather was prac-
tically inaugurated for the first time,
but the sudden change from the pre-
vious weeks of unseasonable cold
caused great discomfort.

Bridgton, Maine, which, cut off from
a cooling sea breeze, sweltered at 105.

Bangor, with a mark of 91, and Lewis-
ton with 97, experienced the hottest
June day its oldest inhabitants can res
member, but reported no prostrations.
Manchester, N. H.,, had a mark .of 94,
while up in the green hills of Vermont,
Morrisvide was uncomfortable in its
hottest June day, 100 in the shade being
reported.

Lowell, Mass., with 95 and Lawrenceq
with 93 also helped to establish new
June records.

LAWRENCE, Mass., June 18.—It is
much hotter today than it was'a year.
ago,according to the thermometer reads
ings. At 6 o'clock this morning the
mercury showed 68, while a year ago it
reached 55. At 9 o’clock this morning
the police station thermometer register=
ed 87 degrees against 56 for the corres«
ponding hour one year ago. Monday
morning at the same hour it registered
68 degrees.

At 12 o’clock today the 93 mark had
been reached, while a year ago at the
same hour 56 was registered.

R S Barker Back from Ottaws, Where
the Programme Was Submitted
to His Excellency

FREDERICTON, June 18. — R.
S. Barker, private secretary to
Lieutenant Governor Tweedie, has re-
turned home from Ottawa, where he
had been consulting His Excellency
1arl Grey relative to the proposed visit
of the governor general to this prov-
ince as well as Nova Scotia this sum-
mer.

When seen last evening Mr. Barker
said that he had spextt almost an en-
tire morning going oVer the proposed
programme with his excellency’'s sec-
retary, Mr. Sladen.

His excellency and Mr. Sladen went
into the programme In detail and sev-
eral changes have been made. These
changes, however, will not affect the
dates of his visit either to Fredericton
or St. John, but are mainly in the hours
at which the different affairs have
been arranged to take place.

The vice-regal party will be in St.
John August 13th and 14th, and will
visit here on the 15th.

His excellency is to travel from
Montreal to Halifax by the govern-
ment steamer Minto, which is now at
Quebee. He will also travel from Hali-
wav to St. John in the Minto and from
St. John to Fredericton he will travel
on a private river boat which will be
chartered. This boat will likely leave
sSt. John about 8.30 or 9 o'clock in the
morning and will make a through trip
to this city, arriving here it is expected
at about 3 o'clock. Arangements are
being made to procure the steamer Vie-
toria if possible, and if this plan fails
the Champlain will liketly be charter-
ed. The trip up the river will likely be
taken by the lieutenant governor, the
members of the provincial government,
Mayor Sears and some of the St. John
aldermen and possibly representatives
of the city of Fredericton. There will be
a luncheon aboard the boat en’ route
here.

LONGSHOREMEN STRIKE
DECISION GIVEN OUT

OTTAWA, June 18—The decision of
the Board of Conciliation in the dispute
between the Montreal 'longshoremen
and the shipping federation was madoe
public today. The men demanded an
increase of 21-2 cents an hour to 30
cents an hour day and 35 cents night.
The Board of Conciliation, consisting
of Archbishop Bruchesi, G. W. Ste-
phens and Joseph Alney, recommended
that the increase of 21-2 cents an hour
be granted in the forin of a bonus from
the 1st of July untit the end of the sea-
son, and that next year the scale should
bé 30 cents an hour day und 36 contd
an hour night.
