A serious riot took place at Hamp-
den Football Ground, Glasgow, Scot-
land, on Saturday, at the close of the
Scottish Cup final.

For the second week in succession
the tie between the Celtic and the
Rangers ended in a draw. The crowd,
60,000 strong, demanded that the
teams should play extra time, and
when they saw the teams retiring to
the pavilion without their desire be
ing granted, they broke down the bar-
riers, and In spite of the efforts of
the police invaded the playing area.

Yelling and shouting llke a lot of
savages, the mob subjected the con-
stables to a fusillade of bottles, stones
and brigkbats, In retaliation, the po.
lice drew their batons, and a regu.
lar hand-to-hand battle cnsued. The
officers were vastly outnumbered, and
they suffered severely. When one fell
or was knocked down he was kicked
and beaten in the most brutal way.

Then the rioters proceeded to wan
ton aamage. The goal posts were
dragged up, the nets torn to pieces,
and the woodwork around the enclo-
sure was torn down to provide wea
‘pons.

Heaps were made of the demolish
ed barricading, and then the wreck:
age was set alight, the mob in many
cages alaing the flames by pouring
on tue wood tne spirits they had
brought with them for refreshments.

Even the advent of a number of
mounted police was powerless to
check the riot. The mob gathered
so closely around the horses that they
could not move, and any hostile mo-
tion on the part of a rider was
promptly countered with a bottle or
stone,

Several of the men were actually
dragged from their mounts and cruel-
ly treated, and even the animals did
not go unscathed.

When the bonfires in the middle of
the ground were well alight, the mob
turned their attention to the pay.
boxes, which were soon blazing mer-
rily. The fire brigade were sent for,
but when they arrived they were
treated as badly as were the police.

Barbed Wire Made Into Weapons.

A volley of all sorts of missiles
greeted them, and thelr hose was elth-
er thrown into the fires or cut to
pleces,

Bo serious was the outlook that ev-

ery reserves was hurried up from the
district police offices, but over two
hours had elapsed before the mob
was cleared from the field. The en-
closure thén was a perfect wreck.

Even when they got,outside the mob
continued its dastardly work, pelting
the officials at work inside with any-
thing they could lay their hands on.

Fortunately there were a number of
medical men on the ground, and these
unselfishly went to the assistance of
the wounded, venturing freelessly into
the thick of the riot. Many of them
paid somewhat dearly for their pluck
for anyone caught assisting an offi-
cial was at once made an object for
attack.

The pavilions were turned into tem-
porary hospitals, and presently assist-
ance was sent from Victoria Infirm
ary. Ambulance wagons came later
and the worst cases were taken to
hospital. Altogether over one hundred
people passed through the doctors’
}mnds. Most of those hurt were pol-
ce.

The Injuries in some cases were
very bad, and the medical men say
the rioters must have torn down the
barbed wi®* which surrounded the
fence and used pleces of it as wea-
pons.

Fortunately the rioters were un-
aware that the Football Association
officials were occupants at the mo-
ment of rooms in Somervilleplace, on
the opposite side of the street from
the main entrance to the park. Theese
gentlemen had in their possession
drawings to the amount of £1,400 and
the Scottish Cup, which would have
been awarded to the victot of the
game, and it is certain that had this
been known the rooms would have
been sacked.

Only one man was arrested in the
course of the outbreak. The police
were practically powerless in the mat-
ter of apprehensions. Many rioters
were taken into custody, but so sav-
agely were the constables handled
that they were forced to let go their
quarry.

Management To Be Looked Into.
Ald. Potts, in opening the meeting

5 |sald there was a petition from the

ferry employes for an increase of pay,
but there was no recommendation from
the Superintendent. He felt there
should be some statement on the sub-
ject by the Superintendent, showing
whether or not he appréved of the re-
quest of the men. Ald. Potts said
there was a feeling in the community
that the whole management should be
looked into, as there was a large de-
ficit of about $10,000 per year, and it
was desirable that it should be reduced
if it 1s possible to do so. He suggested
the appointment of a small committee,
say of two, to go into the whole mat-
ter of the ferry and make a report to
the next meeting.
Committee Appointed.

Ald. Potts, Ald Belyea, and Ald
Holder were appointed a committee
to look into the matter.

MANAGEMENT OF FERRIES
WILL BE INVESTIGATED

The same committee will examine
the condition of the Mayes wharf and
the proposal made by Ald. Belyea that
eighteen minute trips be made by the
ferry boat throughout the day.

The Ferry Course

Ald. Wilson believed the ferry cap-
tains were compelled to make the 8
course complained of by Ald. Belyea
in clearing the Navy Island bar, and
in reaching their dock in consequence
of the eddies, and currents, etc., as
regards the fishermen, he felt they
had but a short season and were en-
titled to every consideration. He was
surprised to learn that the captains
received less pay than the engineers.

Chairman Potts said that it struck
him, when on the boat a few days
ago, that the answers tothe captain’s
signals were not as quick as they
could be.

The Ludiow a Credit

In closing the meeting, Chairman
Potts said he considered the Ludlow
a credit to the city and he believed
the newspaper that devoted so much
time to making fun of her would do
better to point out what officials are
neglecting or failing in their duty
when trouble occurs than in making
fun of the boat.
