Ottawa, Feb. 23.—In the Senate to­
day Senator Lougheed resumed the de­
bate on the grain biH. An examina­
tion of the bill showed that a com­
mission was to he appointed to deal 
with the grain question.

The government had given much at­
tention to grain inspection, hut had 
not succeeded so far in checking Ir­
regular practices of mixing in termin­
al elevators. He read an article which 
stated • that 70 inspectors had failed 
for years to stop a practice which 
took money from the pockets of the 
farmers for the benefit of elevator 
men and 
putatlon
wheat If the law had been properly 
administered in the past he thought 
such extensive frauds as had been ad- 
leged could not* have been practiced. 
The new bill proposed to remedy this 

and though the plan was somewhat 
paternal, he in view of the frauds 
which had been reported, thought the 
legislation was Justified.

In the opinion of Senator Lougheed 
the proposed reciprocity agreement 
would result in the bulk of Canadi­
an wheat being taken out of the coun­
try at points west of the great lakes 
and It would not pass through the 
Fort William and Port Arthur eleva­
tors at all. How did the government 
propose to protect the standard of the 
Canadian wheat which went out of 
the country by this route?

The bill was premature. It should 
follow the reciprocity decision, and 
if reciprocity was agreed upon, there 
should be protection of standards for 
grain crossing the boundary west.
