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Russian Diplomat Suggests
Arbitration,

THE WORLD WARNED

s,

Of the Consequences of China's
Hate -- Missionaries and Mer-
chants Are Criticised--The Hague
Court a Proper Arbiter of the
Dispute.

Vienna, Jan. 1—Profe sor de Martens,
Rusisan delegate to the peace conference
at-the Hague, has contributed the follow-
ing interesting article on arbitration in
the Chinese problem to the Neues Wiener
Tageblatit:

‘“The peace conference at The Hague,
the result of a highminded and lofity
inspiration, proclaimed universal peace

and hearty friendship between the na-
tions. Almost immediately afiter the an-
nouncement of the great principles of
peace and arbitration, however, there fol-
lowed the Transvaal war and the Chinese
imbroglio. The regreitable coincidence
of. these unfortunafte events in South Af-

rica and China has disturbed many minds
and has, in a great measure, affected the
public opinion of the civilized world. Pub-
lic opinion asks: What object is there
in calling an international congress wihen
#ts resolutions remain dead letters? Why
awaken beautiful hopes in the. hearts of
civilized nations if the disillusionment is
so near and so unavoidable? Why prom-
ise the peaceable settlemenit of interna-
tional questions if, in spite of all, war
remains unavoidable and may break forth
at any moment? These questions, wihich
daily occupy the minds of the civilized
wortd, are natural and excusable. Yes,
they are fully justified and not to be
ignored. I must state at this poinit, row-
ever, that all. theve doubts and retiec-
tions springing from disillusionment are
based on a complete misunderstanding of
the conference at The Hague.

“In ‘the first place, the conference had
nothing to do with the conflict between
Eng’and and the Transvaal, and can have
nothing to do with it so long as the field
covered by the resolutions adopted by
the conference is not considerably extend-
ed. - Every international agreement has
binding power only for the contracting
parties. The resolutions of an interna-
tional conference are, therefore, binding
only on those powers which have taken
part in 4he conference. ‘The Transvaal
took no part whatever in the proceedings
at The Hague. She had not even receiy-
ed an invitation to be present. So it.is
very cvident that the Transvaal can make
no-dlaim to draw any regular benefit from
the resolutions of this international con:
ference.

“As regards China, it is altogether a
different matter. It is wonthy of remark
that pubiic opinion has not demanded
that ‘the resolutions adopted at the con-
ference at The ITague be applied to the
conflict with the Celestial Kingdom. On
the one hand the military operations
against the Boxers and the imperial Qhi-
nese army were not recognized as par-
taking of the nature of international war-
fare. On the other hand public opinion
opposed the putting in practice in this
struggle of the principies sanctioned by
the conference at The Hague. Lublic
opinion considered the settlement of this
conflict by arbitnation as entirely out of
the question. This must indeed seem all
the more extraordinary, as China had
taken part in the conference at ‘Ihe
Hague. Ier representative gave his vote
on all the resolutions and signed the con-
vention on the arbitration  proposals
without the slightest reservation.

“Under such circumstances the question
naturally arises: Why shoudd not the
right of China be recognized to demand
arbitration between herself and the
powers who have invaded her soil? Wiy
could not advantage be taken of the
share that China took in the proceedIngs
at Dhe IMague in order to alay in a
friendly way the strife that ‘has anisen
between China on the one hand and
Europe and America on the other? So
far as is known here, no power has, up
to the present moment, thought of set-
ting the Chinese imbroglio by arbtration.
The conference at The Hague is blamedl
for having given cause for new disidin-
sionments, and, in reference to the events
in the far east the agreements signed in
The Hague are not taken seriously. No-
body, however, has thought seriously of
asking that they be resorted to in this
conflict. This circumstance, entirely due
to the peculiar character of the Chineze
conflict, causes an insurrection that gains
strength by reason of the sympathy of
the legal government. Only in Ghina is
it possible that a revolution should re-
ceive its sanction from the side of the
government. This is at the same time
the best explanation for the general opin-
jon that exists on the Chinese and Chi-
na. It is entirely inexplicable how it is
possible for persons to have heard so
much about this country and yet to know
co little about it. What extraordinary
and unjust opinions one so often hears.

“Admitting that it is very difficult to
understand and to judge the Chinese peo-
ple, their national aspirations, the habits
and arrangements, the whole nature, the
habits and character of the Chinese are
go thoroughly different from those of a
European or American that it is impos-
sible to judge them from the standpoint
of the civilized Christian world. The
basic principles of law and justice witi
refercnce to each nation remain the same,
however, throughout the universc. These
principles should in like manmer be ap-
plied to the Chinese, who, in any case,
form a large and independent nation of
430,000,000 of living ~beings. Very true,
and vet everybody who is famikiar with
the international relations with China
must, in all justice, have serious retflec-
tions when he considers how the civilized
powers have dealt with this ancient em-
pire.

“No means of obiaining trade advan-
tages, no oppontunities of attaining in-
fluence in Pekin were neglected so long
as they econtained a guaranty. of success,
and this success was then announced urbi
ot orbi in a manner the more difficult to
understand when one considers that it
was obtained at the cost of China der-
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self. It is true that since 1872, whemn
China was forced to open her ports more
freely, circumstances have altered. Nev-
ertheless there are still two courses of
policy diametrically opposed—one for the
civilized nations of Christendom and 2
second for the Chinese.  The favorite
means adopted by .the powers to solve
the Chinese question is, unfortunately,
the most popular one in Europe. :

“], however, cannot recommend it,
neither in its charactenistics nor in -the
details of its' execution. I cannot ac-
knowledge that the Christian nations pos-
sess the natural right, always exercised,
of foreing the Chinaman to submit to the
unscrupulous: spoilation of . the natural
wealth of his native land. . T 'am unable
to recognize the right of the Protestant
or Catholic missionaries to carry on theit
propaganda at the expense of the strength
of the Chinese government. I ¢an find
absolutely no legal grounds on which to
justify- the righit of systematically poison-
ing the Chinese with opium, the importa-
tion of which was imposed on China by
force. Hinally, moreéover, I must in all
candidness give expression to my opuiien
that the Chinese have the same right to
insist that China belongs to the Chinese
as the Russians or the Engiish have that
their lands belong to themselves.

“Tor that reason it appears to me that
the civilized powers, when they settle
their claims against China, should not
direat their efforts toward extending the
privileges of their suwbjects in China, or,
by obtaining new concessions, to advance
the propaganda of the Christian religion
among the Chinese, or to undermine the
authority or prestige of the Chinese gov-
ernment, or to increase the hate and the
prejudices against. all foreigners in the
hearts of the Chinese people. If the
powers who at present are jointly on Chi-
nese soil permit themselves to be led by
the demanids of the merchants and mis-
sionaries to extort new concessions from
the Chinese; and if, under the pretext of
obitaining satisfaction for the murders
and crimes it has committed, they force
the govermment in Pekin to comply; the
extreme assertion of their sovereign rights
in China can be regarded omly as a truce
of arms.

“In a short time new murders and
other crimes will be perpetrated against
foreigners in China and new and sangui-
nary wars will be ‘unavoidable. \hen
COhina, during this enforced period of
rest, realizing her aims, has gathered her
strength for the future struggle and has
created a well-organized army, a new up-
rising will be a comsiderably more tedious
affair and more dangerous for the Christ-
jan nations. They wculd then have to
answer for the respomsibility of having
paved the way to this frightful battle
with a nation of 430,000,000 of human be-
ings, a responsibility on the pawt of the
governments of the civilized world as
against nations yet unborn

“In any case, Russia, whose boundaries
adjoin those of China for not less than
6,250 miles, will not hesitate. ‘Lhe Rus-
sian nation desires the conditions of good
neighborly relations and peaceable under-
standing which she has maintained for
centuries with China to coutinue in the
future. She does not wirh to be cou-
tinually living on the ‘qui vive’ beside
an irritated, and unwieldly neighbor. 1t
Russia in this war also gives precedence
above all things to the interests of peace
with China, she is certainly acting in the
spirit of the conference at The Hague,
whose aim it was to guarantee the inter-
ests of peace 1ot only for the immediate
present, but also for the future.

“or Kurope and the civilized world
the critical moment has arrived in which
they must come to a cear decision regard-
ing their future relations with China. 1f
Kurope chenishes the desire to prevent
the expiasions of hate on the part of the
Chinese, it must respect her undoubted
right to a national and independent ex-
istence. In this case she will insure her-
sell a quiet and peaceful future and will

act in ths spirit of the peace conference.

If, however, on the contrary, Kurope
gives frce rem to her hate against Clina
and utilizes her victories to extort new
concessions from the Chinese government,
which would both be unjust and offen-
sive, then this great nation will also in
the future represent an incalculabe men-
ace to the peace of the world.”

RUSSO-CHINESE AGREEMENT.

Text of the Compact for the Protection of
the Brince of Fen Ting.

Lendon, Jan. 3—In al despatch to the Times
frcm  Pekin, dated Dec. 31, Dr. Morrison
gives the texvakof t{he Russo-‘Chincse agree-
ment fer the Russian protection of the Man-
churian province of Fen Ting. Russia, he
says, consents that China shall gesume the
civil government cn the following condi-
tions: '

1. The Tartar General Tseng undertakes to
protect and pacify the province and to assist
in tte ccns.ructicn of the railway.

2. He must kindly treat, feed and lodge
Russians engaged in the military occupation
and in the protoction <f the railway.

3. He must disarm and disband the Chinese
sodliery, delivering to the Russians all muni-
tiors of war in such arsenals as the Russians
have not yet occupied.

4. All forts and defenscs in the province,
not occupied by the Russians and all powder
magazines nct required by them must be dis-
mantlcd in the presence of Russian officials.

5. Niu Chwang and c¢ther places now in
Russian occupation shall be restored to the
Obinese civil adminisiration when Russia is
satisfied that the pacification of the province
is complete.

6. The Chinese shall maintain law and
order by local police und:r a Tartar general.

7. A Russian pclitical resident, with gen-
eral powers cf control, shall be statioved at
Mukden, to whom the Tartar General Tsong
must give all information respecting any im-
portant measure.

8. In the event of the local police beirg
insufficient for any emergency, General Tseng
will notify the Russian resident and invite
Russia ito send reinforcements.

9. The Russian text shall be the standard.

‘““I'be functions given the Russian mosi-
dent,” says Dr. Morrison, ‘‘are similar to
those of the Russian resident in Bokhara, or
those cf the British residents in the native
states cf India.
