BOSTON FISH MARKET.

The latest reports from the mackerel fleet
are that several good catches have just been
made off Isle Haute, Me. Capt. Sol Jacobs’
vessel was at this port yesterday morning
with 500 barrels, and another vessel had just
landed the same number of barrels at Glou-
cester. These are the  largest catches that
have been made for some time, and among
the largest for the season. Good prospects
@ré: no wheing reported from that section,
and about 80 sail of the mackerel fleet are
left’ fishing in that direction. The balance
of the fleet has hauled up, on account of
poor catches and poor prospects.

The last sales of mackerel, out of vessel,
were ‘at figures that indicated about $12.50,
but those here and unsold are held at some-
what higher figures. The jobbers and dealers
are’ quoting mackerel at: Medium, 3s, $12 to
13; large, 3s, $12 to 12.50; early 2s, $18.50;
extra, 2s, $15 to 16; shore l1s, $17.50 to 18.50;
bloaters;, $18 to 19.

For the week the fleet has landed about.

catéh for the season up to 60,925 barrels;
same tie a year ago, 80,636 barrels; same
time in 1899, 16,464 barrets; in 1898, 13,300 bar-
rels; in 1897, 8,160 barvels. !

The importations of new salt mackerel for
the season to date have been 15,612 barrels;

Salt codfish are reported steady in prices,
with a fair demand, and a firm market. Job-
bers and dealers quote: Large shore and

large dry bank, $6.25 to 6.50; medium, $ to
6.25; large pickled bank, $ to 5.25; medium,
$4.50 to 4.75; pickled pollock, $3; slack-salted
pollock, $3.50 to 3.75; hake, $3 to 3.25; had-
dock, $3.50 to 3.75; boneless hake, 4% to 6c;
boneless cod, 7 to 10c.

Barrel herring are not in full supply, and
the market is firm: Nova Scotia, large split,
$6 to 6.50; medium, $ to 5.50; large spit,
$6 to 6.50; medium, $5 to 5.60; round shore,
$5 to 6 ;pickled alewives, $3.60 to 4. A few
round shore, all roes, are selling at $6.

Smaked herring are easier, under free ar-
rivals, over 77,000 boxes having arrived for
the week: Jobbing, medium scaled, 16% to
20c, the datter price for small lots.—Saturday
Boston Herald. .

CANADIAN TRADE. OF THE WEEK.

New York, Sept. 20—Bradstreets tomorrow
will say:

Holidays have been the feature of the week
in Canadian trade wlich has been more or
less a broken one. Toronto reports an im-
proved demand for fall and winter goods,
caused by cooler weather. Rains in Mani-
toba have checked and injured the arrivals
of new wheat. Some small lots of Canadian
wool have been taken for export at very low
prices. All of this season’s and three-fourths
of last year’s wool iclip is reported still in
biyers’ hands in Ontario. Retail trade has
been good at Montreal, being helped by the
large number of visitors in town. The fall
trade outlook is good and collections are sat-
isfactory. :

Managers hope to make up for much of
the delay by operating overtime. Some of
the largest mills are to double their eapacity.

Footwear producers are still busily engaged
turning out goods. New England manufac-
turers as a rule have large orders for spring
lines but cutting has not commenced. Quo-
tations for shoes are , unchanged, though
there is a general advarce of 22 to 6 cents
on boots. The leather market averages about
half a cent higher.

In dry goods the feature of the week was
the phenomenal movement of mourning
goods. Export buying of brown goods is not
heavy and domestic orders -only fair but
prices are firm. Print cloths are steady at
the recent advance of three cents. Woollen

remain firm but quiet, while the wool
market is hardened.

Corn has met with another setback. How
much injury has been done by frost cannot
yet be determined, but reports were suffi-
cient to force prices to an exceptionally high
point- on Tuesday. Wheat is stronger.

Railway securities recovered much of the
recent decline as the speculative community
found that no alarm was shown by large
financial interests.

Exports of merchandise for August, valued
at $107,426,417, were larger than in the same
month of any preceding year, notwithstand-
ing the curtailment of steel shipments. Pro-
vigion exports also attained an exceptional
level at $17,220,063. -

Failures for the week numbered 150 in the
United States against 210 last year, and 26 in
Canada against 23 last year.

Of Canadian trade the review will say:

St. John reports more activity in shoes
and hardware, but dry goods and provisions
move slowly. Visitors to the exhibition
stimulate trade at Halifax, but unfavorable
woather interferes with business in country
districts. Collections are unsatisfactory and
renewals frequent. Wholesale trade is active
at Toronto and payments satisfactory. Fall
weather stimulates trade in seasomable lines
at Hamilton but business in fruit is light
owing to perishable condition. Trade is re-
ported as satisfactory at Montreal, despite
intefruption of celebrations for the Duke of
York. Trade is brisk at Quebec, shoe shops
busy and shipments of lumber large. At

HENRY CLEWS’ CIRCULAR.

New York, Sept. 21.—The country has
passed through the shock of President Mc-
Kinley's assassination with a wonderful de-
gree of composure. In both political and
business circles the blow has been met with
an exhibition of fortitude that reflects the
highest credit upon the American people. We
are so accustomed to outbursts of feeling
and passion on occasions of much less ser-

late beloved president, that could the event
have been even partially expected the dire
predictions of panic mongers might easily
have been realized. Talk of panic was sheer
folly, because there never was material for
a panic, either in pelitical, financial or busi-
ness circles. The shock of assassination was
strictly a moral shock and never had at any
time any real connection with our material
welfare, As a factor in the stock market
it should now be eliminmated.

The steel strike is now about settled, part-
ly through collapse and lack of funds, and
partly through the honorable resolution of
the employes of several mills not to sup-
port a strike which is in flat violation of
contracts.

THE ENGLISH TIMBER MARKET.
F. o. b. Trade. :

We have nothing cheening to report; busi-
pess, from what we gather, is impracticable.
There are no buyers for deals, and with re-
gard to the smaller dimensions the position
is very bad, and unless shippers. are willing
to take something between £3 and £4 for
ordinary white, and £4 to £6 for red, there
is very little chance of making sales. Cheap
as things are going, it would be, in the
ordinary way, absurd to suppose that sellers
would ententain such offers; but the posi-
tion of stocks abroad and the financial en-

glements are such that we shall not. be
gurprised at anything. The luck has been dead
against foreign deal exporters; the.Swedes
have been waiting for orders from the Cape,
but buyers out there do not like receiving
goods in October, when the rainy season
sets in, and it is now the middle of Sep-
tember, and no business forthcoming. The
last stone has been displaced on which the-
shippers have been resting, and some move’
may be shortly lookel for in this market,
as they have now only the U. K. merchants
to depend upon.

Spruce Market. -

Very favorable reports from Quebec re-
garding the spruce market have reached us.
Stocks are everywhere short, and at the
lower ports stocks are very much reduced,
and some of the mills are shutting down
for want of logs. The stock of spruce in
London is gradually working- down, and
though the figures in the last dock returns’
exhibit an increase on last year’'s quantities,
we belicve the proportion of good class wood
is below the average, the bulk of the dock
stock being made up of common stuff, prices
for which, when put on the market, must be
‘very disappointing. In the meantime,
buyers here are getting anxious about their
purchases, as some considerable delay has
been experienced in filling up the orders now
in hand. The requirements for thesadmi-
ralty have been filled at higher prices
than last year, and boat -builders have had
to pay considerably more for stuff suitable
for oars than a year ago. From the position
of stocks at Quebec and the other spruce
ports, we do not think there is the least
probability of an overstock on this side of
even the inferior class.

Liverpool.

The movements of timber, deals, etc., are
difficult to trace now the trade is so greatly
spread about; but wherever we go on our
tour round the docks there we find it dis-
appearing. With regard to spruce deals,
there is no change in the market from last
week. Notwithstanding the low rates of
frieght, little is coming forward, for the
simple reason shippers have little to offer at
present, and do not want large steamers,
which naturally have only a limited range of
With the exdeption of a few small
sailing vessels, the chiet imports from St.
John, N. B., so far this month, have been
confined to two steamers—the Everingham
1,700 standards, and the Semantha which,
judging from the enormous deckload she has,
will bring a similar quantity.

The Canadian pine goods market showns no
variation from the attitude which it has
presented for several weeks past. The im-
portations are principally by the liners from
Montreal, made by the regular shippers—
Robert Cox Co. and Watson & Todd. The
fyrmer have the usual run of their goods
landing, whilst Watson & Todd, by the
Lake Superior and Tunisian have some 335
standards of their pine deals and boards,
which includes some 135 standards of red
pine deals and boards. About 30 standards
of similar goods have gone direct to Man-
chester by the Manchester Trader, from Mon-
treal.—From the Timber Trades Journal,
Loundon, Sept. 14.

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FASTEST TROTTERS OF EMTH
STRUGRLED FOR THE SUPRENY,

Cresceus Retains His Title as King of the Turf—Beat the
Abbot—Toe Weights Needed to Steady the
Lawson Horse.

Readville, Mass., Sept. 21—That great
stallion, Cresceus, defeated his only rival,
The Abbot, on the Readville track today
in three out of four heats. The two fast-
est trotiters in the world raced for a $20,000
purse oftered by Thomas W. Lawson, and
the money which the 12,000 people paid to
see the race all went to charity. The track
was very heavy from the recent rains, so
no rtecords were even approached. The
best heat was 2.074. The result was dis-
appointing to a large majority of the
orowd. The Abbot broke repeatedly. In
the very first heat he went off his feet
before reaching the first turn and was
ten lengths behind at the finish. He maxn-
aged to keep up in the second and to the
delight of the crowd pased Cresceus at
the half and won by half a length. In the
third, however, another break came right
at the start and the Scanmell horse barely
saved his distance at the finish. Finally
toe nweights were resorted to and, while
they apparently steadied The Abbot, at
the same time they stopped
his vitality S0 that in the
dash for the avire in the last heat
exhausted nature rebelled and Cresceus
won the heat by several lengths and the
race.

Mr. Ketcham, the owner and driver of
Cresceus, admitted that evening his horse
was not in proper shape. Mr. Scannell,
owner of The Abbot, said the best horse
won, but the track was wretched.

Mr. Lawson smiled and said it looked
like & Tace between “busted horses.” He
also pointed out that fthe time was slow-
er than in yesterday’s race between Loud
Derby and Boralma.

.The Race by Heats.

Tt was early in the afternoon when the
two fastest trofters in the world, Cres-
ceus {2.02}) and The Abbot (2.03}), came
out. Scarcely more than half the crowd
‘had arrived, so that something less than
8,000 people saw the first blood. Ketcham
had drawn the pole, and_ after scoring
three times with fthe chestnut stallion
always out ahead, away they went, wiith
Oresceus in the lead. The Abbot at the
turn suddenly went intio the air, By hard
work Geers got him back on his feet, but
by ‘this time Oresceus was. over a dozen
lengths to the good. It looked like a hope-
less heat for the Abbot, in fact it seem-
ed as if Crescous might shitt out the Scan-
nell horse, but Geers managed to pull up
a little and at ithe half was only ten
lengths behind. This distance was still
further reduced by the time the vhree-
quarter pole was passed and at the turn
inté the stretch, The Abbot. was safe.

The Abbot Does Better.

The. second heat proved exciting for this
time the Abbott kept-his feet, although,
| as usaal, Oresceus went outat the ‘start
and again led at the turn. At the quarter
pole he ‘was a‘ length' to the good and
inoteased ~this “distinfe ‘to nearly twn
lengths at the thiree-eights. Then Geers
began to drive and amid the cheers of the
crowd Tapidly cut down the distance un-
til just after the two swept by the half-
mile pole The Abbot dashed ahead and
took the pole. The crowd, which all
along seemed to favor the Abbot, was
frantic and 'the grand stand rocked under
the thwob of joyous enthusiasm. Geers
made the lead two lengths and then three,
and so the flyers entered the stratch. Kei-

cliam gave fhe big chestnut the severest
punishment he had ever undergone, and, .
smarting under the whip, Cresceus dashed

after the Abbot. Geers touched his horse
lightly with the whip only twice, and it
was just enough to keep Oresceus from
winning, The Abbot getting the flag by

‘half a length.

Broke at the Start.

But the third heat was different, for
again 'The Abboh acted badly, and the
two horses scored five times. K n
kapt sending Cresceus out ahead with the
apparent intention of getiting The Ab-
bot off his feet. He succeeded so well
that when they finally got the word The
Abbot. broke right under the wire. In
fact the break came with the starter's
word, but too late to be recalled. Again i
Cresceus sped out ahead and was aToum,
tihe turn before The Abbot had even
gtarted in the race. This time it looke:
as if Ketcham had won his trick and had
The Abbot fairly out. He drove Cres-
ceus like the wind and was over 30 yards
ahead at the half. But Geers once more
managed to get well within the distance
flag when Cresceus passed under the wire
a heat winner by nearly 40 yards.

Toe Weights for the Abbot.

Two-ounce toe weights were now put
on ‘Dhe Abbot’s forehoofs, dn order to
steady him. DBoth drivers came to the
conclusion that the track was too heavy
near the pole for fast work, so both horses
were started well up on the outside of
the track. They only scored twice, in
neither of which The Abbot broke which
gave confidence to his followers. At the
word Cresceus immediately went out in
front and was three lengths to the good
at the quarter pole. For a few hundred
yards the Abbot trailed along behind, but
after the half was reached he began to
draw up and was only two lengths behind
at that point. Foot by foot the Scanneil i
horse pulled down Cresceus’ lead wmgtil, _ ~
at the five-eights pole, the two were mc-
ing along on even terms. At the three-
quarters The Abbot was in the lead, but
could not quite fetch the pole, which
Cresceus kept to the finish. This ‘brush
around the turn killed The Abbot and
at the stretch Geers found his horse un-
able to respond. A perceptible groan went
up from the crowd as the big chestnut
dashed away from the struggling gelding
and it was a relief to see Geers finally
pull up and allow QOresceus to win the
heat and the purse by a good six lengths.

The Owners' Opinions.

After the mace was over Mr. Ketcham
said that the track was wretched and
the footing bad, especially in the back
stretch, all of which accounted dor the
siow time. He thought that neither horse
was in good condition and he knew that
Cresceus would be in better shape next
week. He accounted for losing the sec-
ond heat by the fact that he went the
#irst half mile too slow. He said the atal- .
lior needs urging and has to be stirred 2
up ‘the very first of the. race because, if
he is not, he seems to get the idea that no
more speed is needed. The poor track
caused bobth homses to go rough gaited,
thowing Cresceus off his stride and cause
ing The Abbot to break.
