Its character, there is the greater scope 
for play of fancy. Pay due attention to 
arrangement : let the chief dishes be pro­
perly “flanked;” all to be “ washed 
down with the choicest—” whatever It 
may be. These details having been set 
tied, linger long and lovingly over the 
feast. A course ot Andersouville diete­
tics, as a preliminary preparation to your 
work, cannot be too strongly recom­
mended.
