The London Times correspondent in 

Jerusalem in describing the arrival of 
Sir Herbert Samuel, the High Com­
missioner of Palestine, says:

When a warship, gray and imposing, 
anchored a mile away from the port of 
Jaffa . howing the British flag all felt 
that one of the greatest events In the 
history of Palestine had taken place, 
and when seventeen shots were fired 
at short Intervals the Jews of Jaffa 
could hardly repress the joy which 
filled their hearts and showed by their 
looks the deep thankfulness felt to­
ward Great Britain. Its King, Mr. Bal­
four and Mr. Lloyd George for the 
magnificent gift given to them in the 
shape of a home land for the Jewish 
people. A shot from the shore was 
heard and a boat containing his Ex­
cellency Sir Robert Samuel, accom- 
panted by the Governor of Jerusalem. 
Sir Ronald Storrs, and the commander 
of the port, Major June, slid Into the 
inner waters- the same waters which 
saw Herod's return from Rome.
