The illustrations are clear, and, in many
instances, are recognised as old friends—
we should be pleased to meet with more of
them. Comparisons are odious. While
cordially admitting a possible sphere of
usefulness to the work before us, we are
constrained to add that, in our opinion, if
cannot supplant other established works on
pathology.
