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Ward in the City, and as soon as the Provisional Committee find that subscriptions have been
obtained sufficiént in their opinion to justify them in proceeding, they will obtain a Statutory
Cha~rt.er of ‘Incorporatior;, and’ will hand over the work of establishing and maintaining the

Institute to the Board of Management of the Incorporated Institute, which ‘Board will of course

‘be elected by the subscribers. ' The (Ioml‘nittee has resolved to recommend that the name of the

Institution shall, be *“ THe LADY STANLEY INSTITUTE FOR TRAINED NURSEs.” - !

The Institute will be for the education of wom‘en as nurses, and will afford a home not only

for tﬁbse in .course of training but for many who will devote themselves when trained to the
nursing of the sick,

.

" The Provisional Committee will recommend the Board. of Mahagement of the corporation to /f

provide that evef'y person who subscribes $1,000 shall be a Life Governor, and be entitled to
nominations to the two first vacancies for pupils in the School ; and that every person who ' shall
subscribe $500.00 shall be a Life Goverids, and be entitled to the nomination of 4 pupﬁ for the
first vacancy after the nominations made by the person or persons subscribing $1ooo; that every
person subscribing $200.00 shall be a Life Dif;ctor without being required to' pay any annual fee.

And'also' that every person subscribing $109.00, and .paying annually a fee of $5.00, shall be a
