HE subject of this sketch was a son of Zaccheue Bumham, and was born at Cobourg, A

, county of Northumberland, July 12,1804, hls father being a pxoneer in that county.
Zaccheus Burnham was born in Dunbarton, N. H. February 10, 1777, while the ‘American revo- -

lution was in progress, and emigrated to Cana.da, with his father, Asa Burnham, in 1798, reach-

ing Haldimand in May of that year. In the autumn of 1800, he returned to New Hampshire,

and on the first of Fébnmry, 1801, married Elizabeth Choate, reaching Canada again on the
_ 98th of the same month Zaccheus Burnham was a very promment man in the coun?f of

'Northumberla.nd for many years. He was elected member of Provincial Parliament for North-

: urberland and Durham in May, 1816, and for Northumberland alone in 1824 ; was called to
“the Legislative Counéil in 1831, and held that office until the union of the Provinces which was

consummated in February, 1841. He was Treasurer of New Castle District for several years,
commencing in 1814 As early as 1801; he cntered the Northumberland regiment of militia
as a private, and rose through every grade until he obtained the rank of Colonel when heJe-

signed his commission. He d1ed about the year 1857. .
