enjoining you, and each of you, that on THURsDAY, the TWENTY-FRST day of the month
of NOVEMBER next, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of Canada, at our City of OTTAWA,
there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada,
and therein to do as may seem necessary. HEREIN FAIL NOT.

IN TEsTIMoNY WHEREoF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent, and
the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto afBxed. WITNEss, Our Right
Trusty and Well Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right Honorable
Sir FREDERICK TEMPLE, Earl of Dufferin, Viscount and Baron Clan-
deboye, of Clandeboye in the County Down, in the Peerage of the
United Kingdom, Baron Dufferin and Clandeboye of Ballyleidy and
Killeleagh in the County Down, in the Peerage of Ireland, and a Baronet,
Knight of Our Most Illustrious Order of Saint Patrick and Knight Com-
mander of Our Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Governor General
of Canada, and Governor and Commander-in-Chief in and over the
Island of Prince Edward.
