In the past few weeks the streets of Halifax have 
been littered with posters to turn in your favourite 
drug dealer. Is this just a public relations ploy by the 
police, or do they not understand the culture with 
which they are dealing at all?

A person who knows a so called ‘pusher’ would 
probably be a user. Why would a user turn in a person 
who is most likely a friend, or a friend of a friend?

Money! The root of all evil, of course. The two 
thousand dollar reward might be enticing to some 
poverty stricken, unemployed wretch. However, one 
must question if the risk would be worthwhile. The 
possiblity of suffering serious bodily harm could loom 
large if one’s identity was somehow revealed.

Almost weekly we are told of seizures of hashish on 
our Maritime coastline. The public is informed of the 
great heroics and are thanked for their co-operation 
in helping to stop this scourge to our society. The 
truth is that when these soft drugs are stopped more 
people will turn to harder drugs. These drugs are 
dangerous to all. The authorities continue to play a 
public relations game.
