1, Useful employment for all who are rfit for
employment,

2. Decent housing for the whole population,

o« Improvement of stendards of nutrition,

4, Soclal insurance against the perils of 1ill-
health and old age.

O« Development of national resources for the benefit
of the whole community.

In war, the preservation of the existence of
the community must be placed before the interests of
individuals or groups.

Here, too, 1s a lesson for meeting the problems
of peace,

By placing the well-being of the whole comuunity
before the interests of individuals or groups; by soclal
control in which government, labour and menagement all
share, we ocan hope to inorease the welfare of each and
all far beyond what can be achieved for all save a very
few by the pursuit of selfish interests,

We have seen, on a world secale, what happens

when e small group, drunk with power, seek to dominate

their fellow-men, The désolation, destruction and death

they have visited on other peoples are coming to be
shared increesingly by their own people, In the end
it will ocome to the tyrents themselves,
