Hopes To Write Memoirs
Following his retirement, Mr, King
suid he hoped to wiite his memoirs.
| As yet, he laughingly remarked, he had
‘not found time “to write a single line,”
though he had received inquiries from
more than one publishing house as t0
the terms on which his memoirs might
be vpublished

Mr. King said he had never sought
“cither ease or idlencss” and had
found his happiness in work. He would
never cease to have the Liberal party's
interest and its future near to his
heart, he said, nor would he knowingly
shirk  any responsibiiity which the
needs of our time may seem to demand
&nd which he felt he would he able to
meoeet,

“In asking that a national conven-
tion be held this year to review the
party’s policies and to decide upon the
party leadership,” Mr. King concluded
“I am planning what I believe to be
best for the party's future. What may
he best for all, when the convention
meets we may leave with confidence
to the sound judgement of the conven
tion itself "
