Alroraft in normal ecategory are precluded from
evolutions causing abrupt changes in attitude and are limited
in air speed to 50 per cent in excess of steady horisontal
speed at normal r.p.m. Acrobatie category airoraft are not
80 restrioted.

Operators and pilots should teke note of the
olassification given in the certifiocate, especially of
alternative empty weights in various subdivisions and operate
the airoraft fccordingly.
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
