Perverting Paul's Word,

By O. P. Faches

In what sense does Panl use the term “holy””
in 1 Conmthians 7: 142 Did he refertoa moral
and spiritnal condition, or was his reference
entirely to a ritual condition? The two things
are very far apart. Judas was ritually a holy
man; there was nothing in his outward life tha
would keep him from the temple worship and the
passover. He was morally unclean; twelve
months before the betrayal Jesus called him a
devil. There were broad racial and ritual lin s
between the Jews and the Gentiles. The Jews
Jlooked down upon all others as unclean. It re-
quired a vision from the ascended Lord to so
broaden Peter's mind that he was willing to con-
vey the message of Christ to the Roman soldier
at Cesarea.  The horizon of the Jewish fellow-
ship and effort was limited to the Jewish people.
The same exclusive spirit the Jewish believer
brought with him into the Christian Church
The Jewish believer looked down upon the Gen-

tile believer as one even yet as ritually uuclean,
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Peter, moved by this narrow feeling, conld not
| even have social fellowship with his fellow Chris
tians (Gal. 2 T'o Peter the Jewish Chris-
t ans were clean, holy; the Gentile Christians
| were unclean unholy. He had forgotten the
| divine word that Jesus had utterly removed the
ritnal distinction clean and uncican
(Acts 10.15). There is no one in the world;
o one for whom Jesus died who may be looked
upon as unclean or common,
The same spirit that separated the church into
two parts threatened also to divide households,
| he houscholds in Corinth were in peril.  In
<ome cases the unbelieving husband deierted the
wife—ne hated the narrowness and exclusiveness
of the Christian faith. In other cases the be-
lieving hushand or wife would be tempted to
iesert the unbelieving partner.  How could a
believer, a child of love. live rightfully with an
unbeljever, one ritnally and spiritually unclean?
Yaul interposes with arguments, and appeal tlat
the believer should not dissolve the marriage
hond and break up the household. This he got
3.Cor. 7:13. Im the*following verse he teaches
that “the unbelieving husband is sanctified in
the wife and the unbelieving wife is sanctified in
the brother; else were your children unclean,
| but now are they holy.” In what sense does

meaning? The unbelieving husband is declared
to be sanclificd. Paul plainly does not use this
word in a moral sense. He is an unbeliever
open and pronounced and therefore morally un-
' clean and unholy. I ver. 16 he speaks of the
| possible salvation of this unbelieving hushand—
| the conversion of the ritually holy yet unbelicv-
| ing husband into a spiritually holy man. It
| would unsettle the meaning of all words and
| subvert entirely Paul's definition of salvation to
| declare that the terms holy and sanctified are used
| here with distinct spiritual meanings.  Pauldces
| not affirm a regenerate nature of the sanctilicd
‘ hushand or the holy children.
© A recent editorial in the Sunday School Times
i inserts into these terms a distinet spiritual mean-
‘ ing.  The article is entitled, **What Rights Have
| Christians’ Children?”  With equal force and
| portinency the heading might be, **What rights
| bave the unbelieving husbands of Christian
“ wives?' or "*What right have the unbelieving
wives of Christian husbands?’ If the children
in such a household are called holy, it is equally
| true that the unbelieving husband or wite is pro-
| nounced sanctificd. 1f the children in such a
houschold have certain spiritual rights—in lite
mavner the unbelieving husband or wife has
also certain spiritual rights. The editorial has
these words: *‘But to the harm done and the
eruelty iuflicted on the children of Christian
parents by well meaning but fearfully mistaken
parents aud teachers this word of Paul should
arouse atteniion'' The Greek word “holy"’
here is the same as that vsed elsewhere of cur
Lord Jesus Christ.” Itisa rational inference
from these words that the children of Christian
parents have in them a holy nature, akin to that
in Jesus Christ our Lord. In theOld Testament
it was required that the vessels iu the Temple
should be holy. The same term defined the
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character of Jchovah-—He was holy.  Bnt there
was an infinite rewove between a holy vessel and
the boly Jehovah. It is a dangerons thing to
look upon the children ol believing parents as
having a spiritual birthright becanse of such a
parentage. It is a poave sion of Panl's teich
ings to regard him as m antainiog such a pro
position, I we ar: to isllow the train of Paul's
teaching and b lieve that the children are reaily
holy and inhent inalienable spicita 1! right then
we must widen our conceptions and maintain
also that the entire honschold is made h:ly
throngh one heleving member T'he training
and Christian wfluence in a home where there is
a believing tat’ ec or mother is of vast molding
power. In many a Christian home a moaer
