As as general role it is most economical
10 buy the best arucles. The price s, of
course, slways higher; but good articles
epend best. It is a sacrifice of money to
buy poor cheeee, lard, eic., 10 83y nothing
of the injurious effect upoo health.

Of the West India sugar snd molssses
the S:ota Cruz and Porio Rico sre con-
sidered the best. The Havana is seldom
clean. White sugsr from Brazil is some-
umes very good.

Refined sugar ususlly contains most of
the sacobarine subsiance ; there is probably
mote economy in using loaf, crushed and
granulsted sugars, than we should first sup-
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poBclter that is made in September and
October 1s the best for winter use. Loard
should be hard snd white; and that which
is taken from a hog mot over a year old is
best.

Rich cheese feels softer under the pres-
sure of the finger. That which is very
ither very good por healtby. To
keep one that ie cut, tie it up in a bag that
will not sdmit flies, and bang it in @ cool
dry place. 1f mould appears on it wipe it
off with a dry cloth.

Fioar and meal of all kinds should be
kept 1n a cool dry place.

The best rice is large 2od hes a clear
(resh look- Old rice sometimes bas litcle
black insects inside the kernels.

The small white sago, calldd the pearl
sago is the best. The large brown kind
has an earthy taste. This articie and tapiocs,
ground rice, etc., should be kept covered.

To select puimegs, pick them with a pio.
If they are good, the oil will insantly spread
aroud the puncture,

Keep coffee by itsell, as the odor affects
other articles. Keep tea in a close chest
or canister.

Oranges and lemons keep best wrapped
close in soft paper and laid in a drawer of
iinen.

The cracked cocos is best; but that
which is put up in pound papers is ofien
very good.

Soft soap should be kept in a dry place
in the ce'lar, ahd not to be used umtil three
months old.

To thaw frozen potstoes, put them in hot
water

To thaw frozen apples put them in cold
water. Neither will keep afier being
frozen.— Housekeepers' Friend.

The Cattle Disease.

Messrs EpiTors :—If you will have ihe
kindoess to inform through your columos
those who are suffering and interesied in
the cattle disease, -of the following simple
snd sure remedy, I have no doubt you will
coonfer a grest favor.

Burn tar freely in the barn or shed two
or three times io a day, aud let the catile
inbale it, but oot close ; let them lap [ree-
ly of salt every other day; dissolve Chlorate
of Potasss 1n water, wash their noetrils and
mouth and rub them all over with a coarse
brush wet in the same ; sprinkle Chloride
of Lime in and about the statles; give the
cattle a few onions if they can be procured.
and plenty of sound vegetables and iresh
grass and water, no hay if it can be svoi-
ded.

If those who have diseased cattle will fol-
low this receipt, I will warrsot a sudden
and perfect cure. la travelling about snd
noticing the closeness of barns built latterly
I have expected to hear soon of outbreaks
among catile of some similar disesse to 1hat
which now is spreading. To have borned
cattle healihy, a barn should be well veonti-
lated. I bave been in many a barn lately,
especially in the morning, where it wae
hardily possible 1o breathe the air, so foul
and close was it. Cattle want plenty of
‘fresh air, and would do better in sn old
rickety, dilspidated, country barn, than in
one of our new fashioned warm close ones.
If farmers will ook into this. it will be, to
their advantage,

Frieo Poratoes.—How few cooks know
how to fry potatoes, There is nothing so
easy 1o get and ye: so palatable for break-
fas, with a thick, tender beel-steak, or a
mution chop-fizzing from the gridiron.
To fry raw potaioes properly, they should be
pared, cut leogihwise nto siices o eighth
ol sn inch in thickness, dropped into a pan
over the fire, containing hot beel drippings,
turned frequently, nicely browned ell over
but never burned. The addition of a lite
salt and pepper, while in the pao, snd a
hinle flour dredged over them, is sn im=
provement.

Errects oF Lime.—A geontleman io the
neighborhood of Baltimore had in bis garden
some apple irees which produced oo fruit.
Two winters ago he took some lime which
he steeped in water, and with a brush
washed the old trees all over; the result
was the destraciion of all the insects ; the
old bark fell off, and was repiaced by new,
and the trees bore an excellent crop. Most
of them have now acquired such renewed
yigor that all appearance of age has dis-
.ppurcd-

To Presrrve Eces.—The way 10 pre-
serve eggs through 1he summer and winter
is simply this : Dip them in boiling water
for the space of five or six seconds, then
wipe them dry, aud they will keep good
and fresh from oue year 10 esnother. The
water shuis the pores of the shell, and con-
sequently keeps the air, which spoils them,
from the egg.—Clermont Eagle.
