The vietors. who a short time ago, proclaimed-to the whole world

man people to aceept the terms of an armistice which is ten times
harder than the Brest-Litovsk peoce and whieh threatens the Germans
with inescapable hunger.  From day to day the eynicism of the in-
human poliey of the imperialists becomes elearer and threatens more
aud moe openly the peoples of Europe with new wars and fresh blood-
shed.

President Wilson, who yesterday was the eloquent champion of
the freedom of peoples dnd the rights of democracy, is equipping a
powerful army for the “Restoration of Order,”” in Revolutionary
Russia. where the people have already realized their lawful right to
take the power into their own hands and are striving with all their
might to lay the foundation for a new politieal order. I will not deny
that this construgtive work has been preeceded by an often unneces-
sary destruection. But I. more than anyone else, am justified and in
a position to explain, that the cultural metamorphosis which is goimg

on under particularly difficult cireumstanees, and which ealls for hero-

ie exertions of stremgth, is now gradaally taking on a form and a
compass which has up to the present, been unknown in ZAman history.
