Julgaria, Aug. 10.—General
Demibrieff, who was Commander-in-

RUSSIAN LINER'S
EXCITING TRIP

Halifax, Aug. 10.—For twelve days
the Russian-American liner Dwinsk
was in great danger of being captured
by German cruisers.

The Dwinsk arrived off the harbor
last night. She brought 700 passen-
gers.

Wild excitement prevailed among
the passengers when it became known
that Russia was at war with Austria-
Hungary and Germany.

When the Dwinsk sailed from Lis-

bau, onne of the passengers were
aware that the situation was 80 acute,
