EATING 15 FATAL

More DeathS—Céﬁsed In This
Way Than By Drink

NATIONAL PROBLEM

Of Primary Importance Is
Care of Public Health

Ottawa Journal-Press: “The care
of the public health is a national
problem 'of primary importance.

“It is a reflection upon any com-
munity to have deaths from typhoid
fever; and it will soon be a reflection
to have any deaths from tubercu-
losis.

“More people die in Ontario every
year as a result of intemperate eat-
ing than of intemperate drinking.

“The first duty of a statesman is
the care of public health.”

When, in the course of an address
before the members of the People’s
Forum, in the Regent Theatre, Dr.
C. J. Hastings, Public Health Officer
of Toronto, made the foregoing
statements, he drew applause which
indicated that his subject was one of
great interest to those present, and
that the majority of the audience

‘“There never was a time in his-
tory when health and efficiency were
held at as high a value as today,”
said Dr. Hastings. “Our thoughts are
always of the war. Why? The mone-
tary sacrifice is big; but it is not
that. It is because of the sacrifice of
noble men, of the best blood of the
nation. The toll of war is a heavy
one, but what of that from prevent-
able diseases in times of peace? Sta-
tistics recently issued put the total
number of lives lost on all sides since
the struggle began at four and a half
million, and that the number ecrip-
pled at about a million and a half.
During a similar peériod, in times of
peace, there were among the same
nations over five and a half million
deaths frqm preventable diseases.”

Ravages Almost Unseen.

Coming closer home, Dr. Hastings
stated that the total number of
deaths in the Canadian Expedition-
ary Force during the first two and a
quarter years of the war was 15,-
765, while during the same time
there were 17,350 deaths in the
Dominion from typhoid fever and
tuberculosis, which two diseases—
both preventable—took their great-
est toll among those of military age.

“The fact that so little attention,
comparatively, is paid to the havoc
wrought in our midst is because
there is nothing spectacular about it.
In Europe, thousands are fighting.
The battle at home has just three
principals—the doctor, the nurse,
and the patient.”

Liked Moses’ Laws.

Going back to Biblical times, Dr.
Hastings stated that the sanitary
laws codified by Moses were excellent
citing the case of the Pharisees
making it an unpardonable sin to eat
bread with unwashed hands—‘‘some-
thing which some of our twentieth
century folks are guilty of”—and he
went on to deal with ‘‘the night air
fallacy,”” which modern medicine has
proved to be without the least found-
ation. ‘““As a matter of fact,” said
the speaker, ‘“‘night air is the purest
we have nowadays, for it is then that
our commerce is practically at a
standstill, and there is a minimum
of dust.”

Why Blame Providence?

The slow progress made in the
study of preventative diseases was
attributed by Dr. Hastings to the de-
lusions caused by doctrinal teach-
ings.

“For many years we were taught
to regard death as an act of Provi-
dence, but now we have to put the
blame where it belongs. Providence
has nothing to do with it. There are
hundreds of thousands of babies on
whose tombstones should be carved
‘Poisoned by impure milk,’ or ‘poi-
soned by impure water.” If Provi-
dence is responsible, what is the ex-
planation of the enormous reduction
in the mortality rate since the origin
of preventable diseases became
known to the medical profession?”’

Dr. Hastings told how, from a rate
of 40.8 per 100,000 in 1910, Toron-
to has reduced the number of deaths
from typhoid fever, until in 1910,
there was only 1.9 per 100,000.
“Why? We safeguarded our water
supply, and our milk supply. We cut
off the enemy, and now we have him
pretty nearly conquered.”

USED WILY TRICK

American War Writer at
Front OQutwitted Army
Officer

GOING TO DUNKIRK

Invented Ruse to Pass the
Baived Zone

Military men and diplomats have
no monoply on the strategy of the
European war. The problems of
gathering, and forwarding news to
the United States have developed
cunning extraordinary in the corres-
pondents, according to William G.
Shepherd, writing in Everybody’s
Magazine, . Mr. Shepherd divulges

some of the tricks employed by him-
self and his contemporaries in out-
witting censors and unsympathetic
commanders who have no thought
for the news hungry American pub-
lic.

Getting facts about the French
and Belgian movements near Calais
was g problem cleverly solved in the
following manner:

There is a little dining-room in the
railroad station at Calais which was
used by more than one American war
correspondent to outwit both the,
French and Belgian war offices in
the first winter of the war. More
than one American correspondent
has sat in that station buffet, “for-
cing himself,” says Mr. Shepherd,
“to swallow food he did not want,
trembling in his shoes lest some
French or Belgian officer should
challenge his right to be there, while
he played the famous trick of ‘go-
ing to Dunkirk.””’

Beating the Game.

The correspondent always felt jus-
tified in working the ‘“‘going to Dun-
kirk trick,” because they believed
that in doing so they were.only beat-
ing the Belgian war office at its own
game. 7

“The Belgians after the fall of
Antwerp,” says Shepherd, “would
never refuse an American correspon-
dent a pass to their lines beyond
Dunkirk; their desire to please Am-
erican correspondents was always
apparent. But to reach the Belgian
lines it was necessary to pass
th'i‘ough French line at Calais, and
the French invariabty refused to per-
mit correspondents to do this. The
correspondents could not disabuse
their minds of the impression that
the French refusal was made with
the approval of the Belgians. Where-
fore, they set out to beat the game
as best they could. The dining-room
trick did it. It went like this:

‘“The Calais railroad station was
closely guarded by the French. If
one wanted to leave Calais by train
he was forced to go to the mliitary
authorities for passes which would
permit him to enter the railroad sta-
tion. Once inside the station, how-
ever, one might buy a railroad tic-
ket for any point; presence in the
station guaranteeing that the French
military authorities in the town of
Calais had investigated him and
granted permission to travel.

Hide in Dining Room.
‘“But there were other ways of en-
tering the Calais railroad station be-
sides passing the sentry at the door
with a military laissez-passer. The
American correspondents discovered:
that by taking a train in Paris and
alighting at the Calais railroad sta-
tion they could escape all challenge
by sentries if they would only lie'
low and make themselves inconspi-
cuous.
