FARM DRAINAGE

About thirty farmers, despite the
busy senson, assembled on Mr Parish’s
farm at the B. W, & N. W. station on
Iridav Jast to hear and witness Prof.
Spry’s demonstration of farm drainage i
The event bad boen arranged by Mr
W. H. Swmith, local representative ofI
the Ontario Department of Agricul |
tare. Prof. Spry spoke for upwards |
an hour, explaining minutely this im-
portant matter, and gave a practical |
demonstration of how a complete sys- |
tem of drainage could be installed.

A mistake, he pointed out. that
muny farmers make isin tiling to
drain a particular part of their farm
without considering future extensions
of the svstem. 1Inthe first place, a
comprehensive plan should be mapped
out, and then each addition made to
the origi al drain will simply form
part of a system, the trunk lines of
which will be ample to take care of all
the water. As the benefits flowing
from the initial drainage bucame
apparent, the extension ot the system
would certainly tollow.

Determing the levels is often a puzzl- |

ing proposition to a farmer, but as ex-
plained by Prof. Spry the work is
simple, requiring no expert kunowledge
or expensive apparatus, and the results i
are certain to prove satisfactory.

The farmers fullowed closely the
Professor’s nddress and practicaNde-
monstration and his visit here shotTd
result in lasting good to the district.

It is probable that Mr Smith may
arraoge tor the druinage of a farm in
this section. The work in progress and
the resulta following would certainly |
be followed with interest by the fnr~,
mers of the whole district. l
