Brice, from the Senate committee
Pacific - rallroads, in accerdance - with
the Senate resolution of Oect. 13th, i0-
day submitted a report upon the roads
of that system. . It recommends the find-
ing of the debt of the Union Pacific. The
report is very exhaustive, covering over
100 printed pages, and deals with the af-
fairs of both the union and Central Pa-
cific railroads. With regard fo the
Union Pacific roads, Brice says: ‘‘What-
ever of partnership relation exists be-
tween ‘the United States and these roads
should be terminated in such a manner
as shall be to the interest of both.” The
report opposes absolute foreclosure and
the sale of the property for the reason
fhat it would mean the extinctlon of
the Government debt with little or mno
recompense, a virtual sacrifice of say
fifty millions. Continuing - the report
says that should the United States con-
clude instead to pay off the first mort-
gage bonds underlying its own subsidy
bonds, so as to give it a first mortgage
on the lines of the Union Pacific, an out-
lay of one hundred’ and eighty millions
would be necessary. ‘The road would
not be sold for enough to satisfy the
debt secured by such inortgage, sO that
the repont says: “It is difficult fo see
where the position of .the Government
would be improved by such a course.”
With regard to winding up *the road by
& receiver, the report says that the
amount the Government would - realize
through * this procedure would be very
small, but declares that it is a question
whether on the whole it might-not’ be
the best thing under the circumstances
to do, as the road could be re-organized
on a purely business basis, at its real
value, without any water in its securi-
fties, and thereby be more easlly put
upon & paying basis. The committee,
however, do not wish to be mndeérstood
as recommending this measure of relief.
The committee. says “it is clear beyond
question that as a financial investment
the: operation of bond-aided Pacifiec roads
by the Government would be a_.flat fall-
ure.”. If. the adoption -of mone of the
plans discussed would be for the dnter-
est of the Government, the only alterna-
tive would be to fund the Paclfic debt
for a considerable period of time, at a
rate of interest commensurate with the
earning capacity of the road. The com-
imittee express their belief that the Union
Pacific is to become a great property
and that‘when the rewival of busines§
comes it will be one of the first .to feel
its 'general influence, That part of the
report relating to the Central = Pacific
states the condition of the road only,
the committee making mo recommenda-
tion.

cation in order to piotect the Proiestant
or Catholic minority. Under the acts of
1890 . Catholic’ schpols~ cannot receive
state aid, but must depend fr their sup-
port entirely upon the contributions  of
Calholics while the taxes from the col-
lection of which state aid is granted to
schools, as provided by the statutes, - fall
upon . the - Catholics and : Protestants
alike,  Moreover, while the Catholic in-
habitants®remain liable to local assess-
ment: for the maintenance -of schools,
the proceceds of thal assessment is - no
longer - destinéd  to - support Catholic
schools. .
