The anoual report of the Deputy
Registrar—General of Births, Mar.
rlages and deaths was tabled in the
House of Assembly on Tuetday, The
report shows that the population of
Nova Scotianow stands at 41¢,176
composed of 262,216 males and 259,-
960 females, During the past year
the number of births has been 12,-
421, The births exceeded the deaths
in every county except Halifax coun.
ry, where the explosion increased the
death rate. There were 3,611 mar.
tiages, an increase of 190 over the
preceeding year. There has been g .
125 deaths, 1 542 more than in 1917
This increase was explained by the
Halifax disaster, which had cost 1,-
635 lives,
