E glish Doctor Urges Abolition of Slaughter 
Houses for Abattoirs.

Denounced the Prevalent Craze for Getting 
Thin—Produced Debility.

London, Sept. 18.—Sir James Crichton- 
Browne, in delivering the presidential 
address at the annual meeting of the 
Sanitary Inspectors' Association at Llan­
dudno, referred to the English meat sup­
ply, and urged the abolition of private 
slaughter houses and the providing of 
abattoirs and a central office for meat in­
spection. Then people no longer would 
find “prize Christmas fat beef absolutely 
filled with generalized tuberculosis.”

He added “If Chicago has its jungle, 
London has its dismal s-wamp.”

In another part of his address the 
eminent physician denounced what he 
described as the prevalent craze for get­
ting thin.

- On all hands, he said, the cry is that 
we cat too much. So fierce in some quar­
ters is the propaganda of .dietetic asce­
ticism that in dread of being suspected 
of gluttony people now indulge their 
healthy appetite in secret.

This craze, Sir James declared, was 
producing a debility which sufferers 
therefrom were seeking to combat by in­
dulgence in alcohol and narçot.ic&

W. H. LONG DEAD.
Death Gaimed Highly Respected 

Citizen Early This Morning.

JAPANESE STEAMER BURNED;
ONE HUNDRED LIVES LOST.

The Tafu Maru on Fire Three Miles Off Ching 
Kiang and 45 From Nanking. -

Shanghai, Sept. 18—A Japanese stea­
mer, said to be the Tafu Maru, has beeh 
burned three miles off Ching Kiang, on 
the right bank of the Yangtse Kiang, 
45 miles from Nanking. It is reported 
that one hundred lives were lost.

The Tafu Maru is still on fire as this 
despatch si forwarded and the loss of 
life or the extent of the damage has 
not been ascertained, but it is known 
that many of the passengers and crews

arq missing and it is still estimated that 
100 persons lost their lives.

The Tafu Maru is not mentioned in 
the Maritime registers available, but 
there are three Japanese steamers of 
similar names, the Tanga Maru, Takao 
Maru and the Taian Mary.

The Tafu Maru, formerly' tjie Tan- 
hung Maru, is of 1,758 register, was built 
in Japan, launched in 1900, and belongs 
to the Osaka Shosen Kabushiki Kaisha 
Company, of Osaka, Japan. She is 299 
feet long, has 40 feet beam and draws 
11 1-2 feet of water.

James Carter, one of the oldest and 
best known railroad men in the Province, 
who died at his home in Toronto this 
week, was well known here. He had 
been employed by the G. 1. R. since 
1868, up to his retirement five years ago, 
on the lines running out of Toronto, first 
with the Great Western on th<* Hamilton 
line, on which lie got his appointment as 
conductor in 1873.

Conductor Carter was l>orn in Ix>nd,on, 
England, and entered the service of the 
Great Western Railway there. He came 
to Canada in 1867 and began braking on 
the Great Western from Hamilton. Con­
ductor A. Johns, of the G. T. K., began 
with him. They braked for Conductor 
David Young, of Hamilton, who recently 
died in Texas, where he had been editor 
of a newspaper for some years.

.Mr. Carter’s name will long be remem­
bered in Toronto through connection, 
with the dreadful High Park disaster 
of Jan. 2, 1884.

He was in charge of the ill-fated train, 
consisting of “dummy” engine and two 
coaches, that sped through the thick 
snow storm of a dark January morning 
with its load of Bolt Works men to be 
crushed and mangled by a freight train 
just west of the eastern gate to High 
Park.

Carter, on hearing the whistle, was 
just inside the door of the first couch. 
Je ran out, leaned from the rear plat­
form and saw the headlight. Turning, 
he called through the open <loor, “Jump, 
boys, for your lives,” and himself sprang 
out to the embankment in the sn— 
Twenty-nine were killed^
