Ottawa, Dec. 11.—The workingmen’» 
meeting at the Grand Opera Houee to-night 
was a great success, the capacious editice 
being crowded. The boxes were occupied 
by ladies, among whom were noticed Lady 
Macdonald, Mrs. Tapper, Mrs. McLeod 
Stewart, Mrs. J. M. Currier, Mrs. Jas. 
Skead, Mrs. Jos. Tasse, 4c. The chair was

J. M. Currier," Jas. Tasse, M. P. P.; 
Aid. McRae, Aid. Clancy, Messrs. Chas. 
Magee, D. O’Connor, and other leading 
citizens. Sir John Macdonald was greeted 
with a perfect ovation by the people, as 
was also the Hon. Dr. Tupper, while the 
city members, Messrs. Currier and Tasse, 
were well received. The brass band played 
“ When Johnny Comes Marching Home 
Again” outside of Opera House, previous 
to the arrival of the Premier, while the 
orchestra inside gave “ See the Conquering 
Hero Comes,” when Sir John put in an ap­
pearance in the building, and the crowd 
cheered to the echo.

Senator Skead in calling the meeting to 
order, expressed much pleasure in seeing such 
a large gathering of citizen» on the occasion 
of the presentation of an address to the 
Right Hon. Sir John Macdonald, a testi­
monial to the Hon. Dr. Tupper, and an 
address to Mr. McIntosh, editor of the 
Citàm, all of whom deserve the honour 
which was about to- be conferred upon 
them. He spoke of Sir John as always 
having been the friend of the workingmen.

Mr. Macleod St part then came forward 
and read the address to Hon. Dr. Tupper. 
The gift accompanying it consisted of a 
handsomely-mounted Hfè-size portrait of 
himself, executed by Mr. J. C. Forbes, the 
talented Canadian artist. The address 
was ae follows :—

Paul Six-—At the dose of last session of Parlia­

ment, a number of Conservatives who had learned to 
admire your great abilities and to appreciate the 
indefatigable exertions put forth by you, both in the 
House of Commons and on public platforms 
throughout the Dominion, decided upon manifest­
ing in seme tangible form their warm "regard for 
your personal and intellectual worth. They there­
fore take the earliest opportunity that has occurred 
of presenting you with the accompanying 
portrait, and expressing the sincerest 
that you may be long spared .to 
a foremost part in administering the affairs 
of this country. As they never found you fail to 
uphold the great Liberal-Conservative principles in 
the past, they are confident that you will ever be 
found standing by tbs constitution of the country, 
faithful to all classes, creeds and nationalities, and 
true to the proud traditions connected with Liberal- 
Conservatives on this side of the Atlantic.

Hon. Dr. Terr pur, in reply, stated that 
for many years he had represented one of 
the staunchest and most intelligent consti­
tuencies in Canada, and while holding a 
position at the. hands of the people 
he had been honoured by a mark of distinc­
tion from the bands of her Majesty the 
Queen. Bat, although he fully appreci­
ated that honour, still he cOnld truly say 
that to-night was one of the happiest uonrs 
of his life. He spoke in reference to re­
cent political changes, and entered upon a 
eulogy of Sir John Macdonald, who had 
ever laboured for the welfare of the people, 
and for the welfare of the country. He 
alluded to Confederation and its beneficial 
results in the union of the various scattered 
Provinces which united the 
common interest. In the northern country 
there would yet be a great nation, as it 
was a well-defined fact that the hardy men 
of the North never wavered in their on­
ward progress, and by energy and perse­
verance attained success. Canada was
possessed of all the elements necessary to 
a greet country, having the freest institu­
tions under the sun, while its governmental 
machinery was ahead of that of most other 
nations. Here we had as a figure-head a 
representative of the Sovereign of the 
great empire of which we form 
a part, to whom all classes
looked up to with due deference and re­
spect. On the other side, in the American 
Republic, there was a great struggle every 
four years in regard to who should be their 
presiding ruler, and their system led to the 
most villainous warfare of parties. Hap­
pily it was not the same in this country. 
The people had a head to look up to and 
hold in respect. It way only a few weeks 
ago that all classes in Canada united in 
saying farewell to that popular adminis­
trator, Lord Dufferin, and a few days ago 
joined unitedly in giving a hearty 
welcome to his successor, Lord Lome, 
a son of the noble house of Argyll, who 
was accompanied by a Princess of the royal 
line, a daughter of the Queen. He spoke 
of the political situation, and stated that 
the new Government of the country would 
endeavour by legislation to relieve the suf­
ferings of the people and start it again on 
the high road to prosperity. Sir John 
Macdonald would carry out the pledges he 
had given to the country, but it would re­
quire patience on the part of the people, 
for prosperous times could not be brought 
back in a day. After a period of mis­
rule and mismanagement a change came 
over the minds of the people and the 
verdict of 1872 against thé Conservative 
party had been reversed in 1878, and if the 
confidence which had Main been placed in 
them was not found to be duly appreciated 
and acknowledged by good and wise legis­
lation, there was no doubt but that the 
rapport given would be withdrawn at the 
earnest opportunity. He felt satisfied, 
though, that the people of the country 
would have no cause to regret their action 
•f the 17th of September last.

The workingmen’s deputation then came 
forward, led by Mr. Wilson, who read the 
following address :—
To As Hipht Hon. Sir John A. Macdonald, K.C.B.:

We, She mechanics and labourers of the city of 
Ottawa, In sympathy with Liberal Conservative 
rule, hew leave to welcome you on your arrival at 
the capital of the Dominion, and to congratulate 
yea ee the triumph at the recent elections of the 
liberal Conservative Party, of which you are the 
time-honoured chief. We freely acknowledge the 
many proofs yen have given of the interest you take 
hi the welfare end advancement of the status of the 
workingmen of Canaiti, thereby recognizing tacitly our 
importance ae an integral portion of the community. 
We thank you most cordially for your sympathy in 
our behalf and for the kindness aBd consideration 
with which you have at all times treated the work­
ingmen of this country ; and feeling, as we do that 
there never wee a time in the history of our country 
when our manufacturing, mining and other indus­
tries required the fostering care of a wise and 
patriotic Government more than the pre­
sent, we are fully confident that you 
and your colleagues will carry out wbe 
m power the principles enunciated by you 
while leader of her Majesty's loyal Opposition ; and 
we feel assured that the carrying out of those prin­
ciples will dispel the dark cloud, of depression which 
Ree so long hung over our once prosperous and 
happy oeuntry. We sincerely and heartily wish 
IP» a”d your estimable lady health, happiness, and 
prosperity, and we pray God that you may be leng 
spared to preside over the councils of the Dominion.

Sir John Macdonald was in a happy 
vein and verged on the humorous. In his 
reply to the address he thanked the work­
ingmen of Ottawa for the honour done him. 
He el.imed to have always been the friend 
ef the workingman, and said that the Hon. 
Mr. Mackenzie had never believed that 
there was such a thing as a Conservative 
workingman until after the last election, 
when the mechanics of Canada made their 
presence felt. In 1872 his foes had thought 
that he (the speaker) had fallen, like 
Lucifer, never to rise again. Bat 
the people of the country, largely 
•owlposed of workingmen, had raised him 
up again—raised him once more to the 
head of the Government, and kept him as 
the leader of the great Conservative party. 
He spoke of Dr. Tupper as his “ trusty 
lieutenant," and considered that the Con­
servatives would be satisfied to have that 
geutleman take np the falling mantle 
leader when he (the speaker) concluded to 
cast it off. He thought the portrait of Dr. 
Tapper waa rather better-looking than the 
original, bat it had no wagging tongue 
like his friend, who always used it to

good advantage. He alluded to 
the Hon. George Brown and denounced his 
treatment of the workingmen. He spoke 
of the national policy, and stated that it 
would be introduced aa soon as Parliament 
Aet, which would be at the usual tims, 
when it would fce found that it was framed 
in the interests of the people of Canada and 
for their benefit, and not for the benefit of 
other nationa He characterised the cry of 
disloyalty in regard to the putting on of a 
protective tariff as against the Mother 
Country ss a political cry, inasmuch 
as of late years trade with Eng­
land had been steadily on the decrease, 
while that with the States had greatly in­
creased, The policy of the Conservative 
party was to have Canada for the Cana­
dians, and protection to home industries, 
and upon this they were ready to stand or 
fall He said that it would take some 
little time to bring back prosperity again 
to the country, bathe was satisfied that it 
could be done, and the new Government 
were going to do what they could by wise 
legislation, not remaining mere *' flies on 
the wheel," unable to do anything. They 
were going to try and do something, and 
he was satisfied the people would not be 
disappointed at the result.

Mr. O. BL Macintosh, editor of tho 
Citizen, was then presented with a compli­
mentary address by Mr. Phillips, on behalf 
of the workingmen of Ottawa, which he 
dnly acknowledged.

Mr. J. M. Currier, M.P., Mr. Tasse, 
M.P., and Mr. Wilson made short speeches, 
after which oheers were given for Sir John, 
Dr. Tapper, Mr. Macintosh, Lady Mac­
donald the Governor-General and the 
Queen.

Sir John Macdonald and party were then 
escorted to -the-fiidean Club building by a 
torchlight procession and band of music.

A CONTORTIONIST,
Wonderful Exhibition Given 

Charles H. Warren.
br Mr.

THE SCAFFOLD.

Mr. Charles H. Warren, of Schnyleville. 
N.Y., who has for some time past been 
mystifying the medical profession of the 
United States by his feats of contortion, 
gave an exhibition of his skill on Thurs­
day in the amphitheatre attached to 
the General Hospital. A large number of 
students and members of the medical pro­
fession were present, and exhibited deep 
interest in the performance.

The control which Mr. Warren has over 
his muscular system is very remarkable, 
and excites no little amusement among his 
beholders. To the medical profession, 
however, such exhibitions as that of 
Thursday are of exceeding interest 
as well as being eminently instructive, 
dislocations caused by violence or disease, 
as usually seen in the wards of an hospital, 
are frequently difficult to diagnose on 
account of the tumefaction which invariably 
follows lesions of that description; hence to 
a great extent the abnormal appearance of 
the affected parts is wanting or obscured. 
In the free and easy method of disarticula­
tion practised by Mr. Warren the appear­
ances are such as cannot be mistaken. One 
very remarkable feature of yesterday’s ex­
hibition was tirât in nearly every instance 
the dislocations yere complete, which was 
most beautifully illustrated in the displace­
ment of tfce bones of the shoulder and hip 
joints. Mr. Warren seems also to have 
command, over sets of muscles on the same 
limbs, as, for example, he can contract 
those of the upper arm independent 
of the lower, and vice versa. 
The first illustration given was the disloca­
tion at the wrist jeint,the bones composing 
this articulation being displaced with ease. 
The disarticulation of the elbow, shoulder 
and maxillary joints followed, and were all 
well marked and easily recognized, especi­
ally the latter. The disarticulation of the 
hip joint was also easily accomplished, the 
shortening of the limb invariably accom­
panying this accident being very apparent. 
Dislocation of the knee and ankle joints 
followed, and were equally successful. By 
an extraordinary expansion of the walls of 
the thorax and contraction of the abdominal 
muscles, 4c., he increased the normal 
figure of hia chest measurement from 22 in. 
to 42 in., producing in the abdominal region 
all the appearance of a “ living skeleton."

Montreal, Dec. 12.—Sheriff Nolan, of 
St. John’s, has received instructions from 
the Minister of Justice that the sentence of 
death upon Cyprian Coetafloraz, alias De 
Mirabel, mast be earned out, and at eleven 
o’clock to-morrow the unfortunate man will 
expiate his crime by an ignominious death 
upon the scaffold within the precints of the 
county prison. The prisoner is a native of 
Savoy, though he has claimed at various 
times to be a Swiss, an Italian, rad a 
Frenchman, as it best suited his interests. 
He alleges that family troubles drove him 
from home, the infidelity of his wife being 
the primary cause. There are reports, 
however, that hia fear of arrest for crimes 
which he had committed waa 
THE REAL CAUSE OF HIS EMIGRATING TO 

AMERICA.
He first took up his residence on this 

continent in Boston, Mass., where he was 
engaged as an operative watchmaker for a 
year or two. He subsequently came to 
this city, where he remained about four 
years, working at hia trade, most of the 
time with Schwab Bros., who give him a 
good character as a steady^ sober and in­
dustrious workman. Becoming acquainted 
with a respectable family near 
named Sauve, he married their daughter, 
notwithstanding his former marriage, and 
soon after removed to Rouse’s point. New 
York State, where he opened a little 
jewellery and watchmaker’s store. He was 
in the habit of coming frequently to Mont­
real, and it was in a restaurant here he 
first met with

his victim, *
Mathevon, a silk importing merchant from 
Lyons, France, who was a resident of this 
city, and in good circumstances. The ac­
quaintance ripened, in the course of some 
months, into one of professed friendship, 
End Coetafloraz frequently visited Mathe­
von at his residence. Correspondence 
also passed between them, and let­
ters are in existence showing that 
for many months previous to Matnevon’e 
death, his professing friend urged 
him to come out with lus silk to Rouse’s 
Point, where he could do a profitable 
business with American merchants. 
Mathevon, who had separated from his 
wife in France,, on account of her miscon­
duct, was living here in the house of a 
French emigrant named Coete. On stating 
his intention to go to Rouse’s Point, Ma­
dame Coete, with

A woman’s instinct,
earnestly advised him against it, and 
hazarded the opinion that Costafloraz was 
a bad man, ana only wanted to get an op­
portunity of murdering his victim for the 
sake of plunder. Mathevon ridiculed 
such an idea, and left for Rouse’s Point on 
the train on Monday, the 22nd of July 
last. He wss met at Lacolle, the last 
Canadian station on the line, by Costa- 
floras, and, after depositing a trunc full of 
valuable silks and velvet, the two men set 
out in a small boat for Rouse’s Point, 
taking with them a valise belonging to 
Mathevon. Heavy rain coming on when ' 
half way, the men stopped at tne house of 
Walter Peters, a farmer, and had supper, 
afterwards setting out again. As they 
passed to the beach, Peters plucked

which Mathevon admired, and presented 
to him. He placed it in the button-hole 
of hia coat, and the party left. Mathevon 
remained with Coetafloraz from Monday 
till Wednesday morning, when they were 
seen to leave the letter’s house at six 
o’clock for the river. They went off to­
gether in a boat, and were not afterwards 
seen together to be recognised. Coetafloraz 
returned before dinner alone, and on being 
asked what had become of his friend, made 
some frivolous excuse. In the afternoon 
he took boat again for Lacolle, taking with 
him a young man to row. On the way he 
stopped and brought out of

the valise which was identified as Ma- 
thevon’s. On reaching Lacolle he claimed 
the trunk belonging to Mathevon, and 
gave up the railway check for it. He then 
bad both trunk and valise forwarded to 
Montreal as freight in the name of Sauve, 
which he afterwards assumed. He came 
to Montreal on Thursday, putting up at a 
hotel. He visited Madame Coetafloraz, 
who became alarmed on seeing him without 
Mathevon. He calmed her fears, and soon 
took bis departure. On Friday morning he 
embarked on the up-river steamer for 
Western Canada, taking the trunk and 
valise of the murdered man with him. In 
the course of that day a body was washed 
ashore opposite Walter Peters’ house, which 
he recognized as that of Mathevon,

wood being still in deceased’s button hole. 
Seeing a number of ghastly wounds on the 
body, he immediately informed the police 
authorities in the United States as well as 
in Montreal, when detectives were sent in 
search of the murderer. The latter was 
soon traced, and on the following Sunday 
was arrested in Kingston. He stoutly de­
nied his guilt, but after a lengthened trial 
at St. John’s, before Judge Johnston and 
an intelligent jury, he was "found guilty.

HIS LAST NIGHT.
St. Johns, Que., Dec. 13.-rLast night 

the parish priest named two well-known 
men of the town to pass the night with 
Costafloraz The courtesy was declined by 
the condemned man, who said it was not 
necessary. He would read from his prayer 
book, and if he could become fatigued 
enough to deep would do so. The two 
men, however, remained in attendance 
without his knowledge. During the night, 
he slept about three hours. At seven 
o’clock this morning, mass was said, which 
he received and subsequently stated he 

die. The gaoler Mr. 
Guillot, who has had charge of him, and 
who has been with him much, seemed to be 
even more affected by the sadness of the 
situation than the prisoner himself.

A 10.30 the press were admitted to the 
corridor outride the prisoner’s cell, where 
they were enabled te see him. He looked

In the adjoining corridor, the hangman, 
a tall slender man in black was pac­
ing up and down.

pinioned by the hangman. The prisoner 
was flushed, but maintained an outward 
composure, and in reply to the death war­
rant said, “ I have heard your sentence of 
death, and I am not guilty of the death of 
Mathieu Mathevon.” At this point the

Father Aubry then commenced reading 

the Litany for the dead, the prisoner kneel­
ing in the doorway of his cell. The rope 
was next placed about his neck, and he 
was led down the stairs to the scaffold, the 
priests joining in the pro cession, and still 
reading. Dr. Korean, when in the cell, 
advised him to remove his collar, bat he 
said no, he might catch cold. He was 
dressed in grey pants, grey flannel shirt, 
and black cloth cost. On the scaffold were 
Fathers Anbiy end Bisson, the Sheriff and 
Deputy, Dr. Moreau, the gaoler and turn­
key.

The train, of which Fred Hayward waa 

conductor, C. D. Vanaman, engineer, and 
J. Do ni van, fireman, consisted of a locomo­
tive, three flat oats and a caboose, the lat­
ter being fitted up for the comfort of the 
ladies and those who did not care for deck 
passage ; and with loud shrieks from the 
locomotive’s whistle, glided out from St. 
Boniface, over the Seine river, up peat 
Norbert, Niverville, to Otterbum, at Rat 
river—28 miles out—which was reached at 
ten minutes past ten o’clock. Here wood 
was taken on, and the water supply re­
plenish by means of a syphon from the 
drain on toe aide of the grade. Rat river 
is bridged with a temporary structure, 190 
feet in length and 28 feet nigh. Then at 
the rate of twenty-five miles an hour, past 
Bufrost, to the camp, where a halt was 
made, offering an opportunity for warming 
up, which waa eagerly seized by those 
“ deck-passengers” whom the keen wind 
had rendered chilly—mildly speaking— 
despite the heavy clothing worn and ap­
pliances (with all that the word implies) 
used for guarding against the cold.

One hundred and twenty-five 
yards of track, however, had been left un­
laid to show the guests how the work was 
carried on ; and at a signal from Mr. Willis, 
who was stationed equi-dietant from the 
tracklayers who had been working from 
the north and those working from the 
south, the two parties commenced put­
ting down the iron at lightning speed. 
Both gangs, animated by a spirit of friendly 
rivalry, worked like beavers, and before 
many of the by-standers knew what was 
transpiring the short

GAP WAS FILLED,
and loud cheers from the gang from the 
north announced that they had won the 
victory. The southerners, of coarse, claimed 
it too ; bat their cheers did not seem to be 
so enthusiastic as those of the men from 
this end. After a slight delay in cutting 
the rails the proper length to form perfect 
communication, the spikes were placed in 
position, ready to receive the last blow of 
the hammer.

The Ottawa medical health officer has 
discovered a whole family prostrated with 
small-pox.

The largest farm in the val­
ley contains 39,000 acres, having a front­
age of four miles on Red River. Over 
4,000 acres were in crop this year, and 
produced 100,000 bushels of cereals, two 
thousand bushels of potatoes and twelve 
hundred tons of hay. Both in Manitoba 
and Dakotah increased attention is being 
given to stock raising.

The Plains of Abraham will ever possess 
historic interest to Canadians, and among 
the sights of Quebec and ita vicinity, the 
famous battle-ground where the struggle 
between Wolfe and Montcalm was fought 
is one of the most attractive to visitors, 
and the battle has been waged for their 
possession. They have been the cause of 
a vigorous squabble in the Quebec City 
Council, the point at issue being the pre­
sent condition of the ground and the use 
to which it has been placed. It appears 
that the property was transferred by the 
Dominion Government to the Quebec cor­
poration in 1875, for a period of ten years, 
at an annual rent of $200. Subsequently 
tiie then Mayor, Mr. Owen Morphy, was 
authorized by the Council to make such 
disposition of it as seemed most conducive 
to the city’s interest, and he accordingly 
re-leased it at the nominal rent of one dol­
lar per annum to three of the leading citi­
zens, Messrs. Dobell, Ohinic, and C. F. 
Smith. The object of the Mayor in assign­
ing the property over to these gentlemen 
was to enable them to carry out a project 
for its embellishment as one of the historic 
sights of Quebec, and ita utilization as s 
place of amusement in the shape of a race­
course or driving-park. The condition of 
the ground has been materially improved, 
and the property fenced at an expense of 
almost two thousand dollars, but as the 
promoters of the scheme have not been 
adequately supported by the citizens gen­
erally, the project remains in abeyance. 
It is now proposed that the lease shall be 
surrendered by the present holders and 
the •property revert to the city.
