A. TOTAL LOSS

It is estimated that more than 
$1,000,000 has been lost by the 
stranding on a reef 12 miles north 
of Bermuda of the Royal Mail 
Steam Packet Caraquet from St. 
John and Halifax, for Hamilton and 
the West Indies. A despatch from 
Hamilton says that it is though* 
that much of her bottom has been 
torn out. Three of the Caraquet’» 
holds and her engine room arg 
flooded and it seems almost cer* 
tain, adds the despatch that the 
ship is a total loss. All of the» 
passengers, officers and crew 
were saved. The passengers In­
cluded 25 In the saloon and 55 
Chinese. The mall and a con­

been saved, but *lgh winds and 
heavy seas prevail. The steamer 
was valued at $1,0$$,$$$. The ship 
struck during i heavy fog while 
she was proceeding at a fair speed*
