The legislative mill ground out a
big grist of legislation 'at two ses-
sions yesterday. With the object of
reaching adjournment for Christmas
holidays today ana securing the ad-
option-of the necessary legislation be-
fore the new year most of the - time was
spent in committee of  the
discussing ‘in detail ‘a large number
Of measures.
