Mr. Morton said: “I will give you
what credit, you wish.”  “But,” Said ‘the
merchant, l am an entire stranger to you.”
“Did I not,” Mr. Morton replied, *‘see you at
church with Robert Lennox ?” The stranger
replied in the affirmative. “ Well, 1 will
trust any mam whom Robert Lennox will
take to church with him.’

I hope these three lessons of watchfulness
over (‘mr interests of their employers ;
watchfulness over thetr® partner’s intere
and their own after they are joined, followed
by intense watchfulness that no black <heep
creep into their folds, may be impressed by
these anecdotes upon _the minds of those for |
whom they are intended.

One other lesson I feel it necessary to in-
culcate—that of patience.
