In the Pitti Palace, at Florence, is a 
table which, for originality Lb the matter 
of construction and ghastliness in concep­
tion, is probably without a rival. It was 
made by Giuseppe Sagafcti, who passed 
several years of his life in its manufacture. 
To the casual observer it gives the impres­
sion of a curious mosaic of marbles of dif 
feront shades and colors, for it looks like 
polished stone. In reality it is composed 
of human muscles and viscera. No less 
than a hundred bodies were requisitioned 
for the materia! The table is round and 
about a yard in diameter, with a pedestal 
and four daw feet, the whole being form­
ed of petrified human remains. The 
ornaments of the pedestal are made from 
the intestines, the claws with hearts, 
livers, and lungs, the natural 
color of which is preserved. The 
table-top is constructed of muscles 
artistically arranged, and it is 
bordered with upwards of a hundred eyes 
the effect of which is said to be highly 
artistic, since they retain all their lustre 
and seem to follow the observer. Sagatti 
died about fifty years ago. He obtained 
his bodies from the hospitals and indur­
ated than by impregnation with mineral 
salts. To add to the horror which such a 
piece of furniture is calculated to inspire 
in the minds of most people, the fate of 
Count Rittaboca, its last owner, may be 
related. On Christmas Eve he and his 
friends were playing cards on this table, 
when suddenly he jumped up, pale and 
agitated, overcome by the fixed gaze of 
these petrified eyes. Yielding to the sud­
den attack of violent mania, he stabbed 
himself and fell upon the table. His heirs, 
as may be imaginnd, were very pleased to 
sell this funereal object to the govern­
ment, who installed it in its present situ­
ation.

ward one knot per hour along the Florida 
reef» until pelting Caryifort.” Thence, 
through the Florida Strait», until reach­
ing latitude 30 degrees north, the Eureka 
had a northerly current of one and a half 
knote per hour, and tbanoe to Cape Hat- 
teras she had no current at all, though 
the veeael waa in the stream. On leaving 
the stream at Hattezaa the temperature 
of the sea fell from 72 degree» to 62 de­
grees in the ship*! length. This extraor­
dinary reverrai of the meet pow­
erful of ocean currents waa dnetothe great 
aati-cyclone of high atmospheric pressure 
which waa hovering over the Atlantic 
coast. The northerly and northeasterly 
anti-cyclonic galee swept the Gulf Stream 
back upon its reservoir in the Gulf. ef 
Mexico. But the effect of these galee 
was probably limited to the surface water 
and extended bat a few fathoms down­
ward, the main body of the stream, more 

hundred fathom* deep, main­
taining it» momentum.
