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Orion at Secbart, as the whaler had har­
poon guns which it was thought would 
be useful in throwing a life line. At 
11 a.m. on Wednesday the Queen was 
seen by Logan and party steaming slow­
ly seaward, and she spoke the steamer 
City of Topeka, which came from Seat­
tle. When the steamers met the follow­
ing conversation occurred, 1 learn from 
investigation :

Meeting of the Queen and Topeka
Captain Paterson—Have you seen any­

thing of the wreck ?
Captain Cousins of steamer Queen)— 

Yes, she is in near shore. We saw life 
aboard. People are in the rigging. She 
is about three miles west of the big 
wéterfall.

Captain Paterson—You 'proceed to 
Victoria, take up your passengers and 
speak us as you pass out.

Thereupon the City of Topeka, with 
Capt. Paterson and Mr. Pharo, of the 
Pacific Coast Steamship Company, on 
board, cruised about, but at no time 
came within sight of the wreck. Now,
I understand, they explain that they 
didn’t see the wreck on account of the 
thick fog. Between 1 and 2 o’clock that 
day they picked up a life raft with 18 
people, and began looking for a second 
raft. They turned easterly and moving 
slowly arrived off Neah Bay after dark 
on Wednesday evening and remained 
there until morning, returning to the 
wreck on Thursday morning she spoke 
the steamer Salvor, tug Lome, and the 
whaler Orion and was informed that 
nothing could then be seen of the wreck 
but the masts. About 4 p.m. that day 
(Thursday) the steamer City of Topeka 
left for Seattle, the Queen having gone 
in the meantime.

With regard to the first point I raised 
about the steamers not being in1 
a position to aid when the people drifted 
out when the wreck broke up, these are 
the facts.

The second point I raised was: Why 
did not Capt. Johnson, sailing in a well 
known dangerous place in thick weather 
with a gale behind his vessel, handle the 
vessel with such boldness? I suppose 
only Capt. Johnson could answer that, 
and he, poor man, is dead and gone. But 
I guess it’s the old story, the steam­
ship company want their employees to 
make time.

Discipline of the Crew
Tlie third point raised by me was in 

the matter of the discipline of the crew. 
Why, they did not exercise greater dis­
cipline? I still maintain that the offi­
cers were apparently .panic-stricken when 
the disaster occurred. There was no 
discipline. The officers did not take thei»* 
places at the lifeboats. The passen­
gers got in çnd no one embarked with 
them who knew how to handle the boats. 
One of the surviving members of the 
crew told me personally, and another 
told a competent man who repeated the 
statement to me that the crew for the 
last trip of the Valencia was made up 
of the captain and chief officer who had 
been on the Valencia and the crew was 
transferred from the steamer City of 
Puebla. The crew had no drills, and 
when the steamer struck no member of 
the crew knew his boat station or what 
was required of him. Therefore there 
could be no discipline. Of course, I left 
soon after the vessel struck and I am 
speaking of what occurred then, not af­
terward of which I have no knowledge. 
The officers may have cooled, down and 
got things organized.

The fourth point I mentioned was that 
six of the boat’s crexy turned up at Cape 
Beale ' without passengers. This looked 
suspicious, but I understand they have 
a story that the captain called for v(tlun7 
teers to get a line ashore and these men 
went to do so, but were unable to accom­

Life Preserver» of Little Value
Five.?—With regard to the meritseof 

the life preservers. Mind you, I am not 
an expert on life preservers ; I only speak 
of what I. saw. By far the majority of 
the life preservers were composed of 
tulle. A few I saw were of cork, but 
such cork. I have samples of a few cut 
from the life preservers which were 
made of pressed granulated cork. They 
were evidently made from the stoppers 
of bottles, likely pressed together with 
hydraulic presses, and were all crum­
bled. I have been talking with many 
navigators since regarding the merits of 
different life preservers. Some say the 
tulle are good; some that they are worth­
less. Capt. Ferris, who was wits me, 
says the vest life preservers are those 
made of sheets of cork, solid cork. This 
criticism I can pass oh the tulle or reed 
life preservers. While they are buoyant 
when first used, being porous, they soon 
become waterlogged and sink. The day 
after the wreck I threw one of these 
waterlogged life preservers of tulle into 
the water and it sank. They say Lhose 
of granulated cork are also no good, but 
I don’t know personally. <

Regarding the matter of patrolling the 
beaches, there should have been an ade­
quate supply of men soon on the spot, 
which there was not, so that search 
could be made for the bodies and to 
prevent Indians from robbing the dead. 
The bodies drifted in at distances apart 
and the small number of men working on 
shore soon became thoroughly exhaust­
ed. having done all in their power and 
they could not cover the ground. The 
Dominion government and the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company should have 
sent men, and I blame them for 
dilatoriness. They should have sent an 
adequate number of men and sent par­
ties with a launch to search the islands.

There are many individuals who de­
serve great credit, notably the men of 
the cable station, Lineman Logan and 
his party, Capt. Ferris and the party 
from the Salvor, and many others.

When I reached shore after being 
thrown from the boat and losing my wife 
and children I was dimly conscious, al­
most unconscious in fact. I dimly re­
member being sucked out by the under­
tow, and finally got strength enough to 
crasp a rock and then I crawled along 
at the edge of the water looking for my 
wife and children. I then crawl­
ed up and tried to get above the high 
Water mayk. I heard a shout and knew 
that someone else had escaped. It was 
Richley, the fireman. I crawled toward 
him in the darkness, and soon we heard 
halloos and knew that others were on 
shore. Soon nine of us got together 
and lay on the rocks. I guess it was 
about 1 o’clock in the morning, and pitch 
dark, with rain and sleet falling fast. 
We huddled up one against the other on 
the rocks in the bitter cold to keep our­
selves warm, and shivered until daylight. 
In the morning I found a place where by 
difficult climbing we could get up the 
bluff and get from the water into the 
bush.

Then I found a man who had been 
thrown up on the rocks, with his face 
smashed and he was crazy, and had to 
abandon him. I then struck back into 
the bush thinking to get into the inter­
ior—-I ihad no knowledge of the coun­
try—and reach sony place and give the 
alarm. I struck • telegraph line and 
reasoned that 1 could get to some habi­
tation. I and the others with me follow­
ed the telegraph line for several miles, 
until we finally reached a telegraph line­
man’s hut at the side of Darling^ creek. 
The snow was ankle deep and it was 
difficult to walk on the logs, and it was 
dangerous -crossing the slippery logs over 
the creeks. Two of the men were with­
out shoes and one had his ankle sprained 
and badly c swollen, causing him great

Mr. J. A. Macdon­
ald (Rossiand) said dual taxation. pas 
sometimes right. The' object was to re­
lieve a corporation from paying taxes on. 
land which they had received frdm the 
province ' as a subsidy and subsequent­
ly sold at a high figure. That was e 
relief which should not be afforded.

Mr. Ross demurred to this.
Mr. J. H. Hawthorothwaite thought 

there was something wrong in the sys­
tem of taxation if the land were as­
sessed at less than the sale value.

Mr. Hawthomthwalte pointed 
that already these corporations had 
great privileges from the province and 
they wanted more. They had given noth­
ing for their land, now they wanted to 
evade taxation through, the amendment. 
On a division Mr. Ross’s amendment 
was passed by 17 to 11 and added as a 
Substantive clause of the Bill.

when passengers were swept to sea on 
rafts and wreckage, there was no steam­
er standing by to rescue them. Line­
man Logan, who has done all that a man 
could do,*was standing on the cliff above 
the wreck, with Day kin and Martin. He 
was above the wreck and could see it 
clearly, and his statement made directly 
to me is that between 12 and 1 p.m. 
on Wednesday the vessel, which had 
then been gutted by the waves, broke 
her back and doubled up like a closing 
jack-knife, throwing the people who re­
mained in the spars and rigging into the 
water.

A VALUABLE FIND.

Customs Officials Make an Interesting 
Discovery in New York.

New York, Jan. 29.—The finding to- 
dav beneath the false bottom of ai 
trunk, of about five hundred securities 
and bonds said to have a value of over 
$100,000, by customs officers who were 
examining the baggage of passengers on 
the steamer Finland, which arrived from 
Antwerp today, led to the uncovering 
of a mystery which the immigration au­
thorities have taken up for investiga­
tion. The papers were bonds of the 
Hungarian government and securities of 
the various Hungarian railways, all ap­
parently. genuine. They were in a trunk 
assigned to Isaac Heyehr- on Austrian 
grain merchant and second' cabin pass­
enger. He said, however, that the trunk 
did not belong to him but that it was 
the property of Moses Graenburg, who, 
he said, was a passenger on the Finland. • 
Failing to find Greenburg among the 
Finland’s cabin passengers, the customs 
officials turned Heyehr over to the im­
migration authorities, who held him 
pending a search among the steerage 
passengers for the trunk’s owner. The 
latter, according to Heyehr, gave him . 
the trunk at Antwerp, requesting him to 
take charge of it until they had landed 
in New York. The Hungarian authori­
ties will be notified of the seizure.
