Agriculture Dutch Imitation Butter. FARM NOTES. Miscellaneous.
Prof. Sheldon gives a description of 

the manufacture of butterine at an 
extensive factory at Osch, in Holland, 
where 160 or 200 tons are made week- 
ly. The ingredients used are milk, 
oleine, earth-nut oil, and butter. Sev­
eral qualities are made, in which the 
proportion of real batter varies, rang, 
ing from only five up to as much as 
fifty per cent. From ten to fourteen 
thousand gallons of milk are used per 
week. The nut oil is made at Mar­
seilles from nuts grown in Africa, 
very closely resembling the peanuts 
of this country and they yield an oil 
perfectly sweet and almost tasteless. 
The proportion of butter put into the 
churn varies according to the quality 
of butterine which is being produced; 
and, in addition to the butter supplied 
to the churn in lumps, the butterine 
takes up whatever butter there is in 
the milk. Three enormous churns 
are used, each having a capacity of 
two thousand pounds of butterine at a 
churning. All packages are plainly 
marked " butterine,” so that, as far 
as the establishment is concerned, 
there is no attempt of fraud. But 
dealers sell the article under the beet 
paying name they can devise, and 
the public suffer accordingly.

The butter supply can be increased 
by frequent stirring of the cream.

Stock of almost any kind will in­
jure a young orchard, and should not 
be allowed, under any circumstances, 
to pasture among the fruit trees.

A correspondent of Farm and Home 
says:— “I have never seen a wart 
that could not be removed by apply, 
ing castor oil twice a day for ten or 
twelve days.”

It is generally admitted by those 
who have experimented with different 
kinds of fertilizers that an leeched 
wood ashes are among the best that 
can be used for fruit orchards.

An eminent Scottish physicien re- 
commends milk as a substitute for 
brandy, as a stimulant in the treat, 
ment of inebriates. He says he bas 
cured many critical cases with it.

A handful of linseed meal fed to 
each cow or horse at least three times 
a week will not only regulate the 
bowels ard promote health, but also 
loosen the skin and prevent hide 
bound.

In breeding stock on the farm, do 
not be tempted to sell the beet, but 
dispose of the inferior animals first. 
By carefully selecting and retaining 
the best every year the value of the 
stock will be increased and larger 
profits secured,

When an apple orchard has been 
left several years without ploughing 
the roots of the trees gradually extend 
nearer the surface, so that ploughing 
is quite apt to be injurious. So long 
as an orchard is ploughed every year 
cultivation will do it good rather than 
barm.

The period of gestation for mares is 
340 days, for cows 283, for ewes 160, 
and for sows 112. Breeders should 
note carefully and make records that 
will show the time when watchful 
care will be needed to protect them 
from loss of young colts, calves, lambs 
and pigs.

All the refuse, dust and uneaten 
bay should be cleaned from horses' 
mangers every morning. The cows 
will pick it over and eat whatever is 
of value, but it is very offensive to 
borses. If clover bay is fed to horses 
there will be a great deal of dust from 
it, and this in the mangers is often a 
cause of heaves.

A sulky plough has been patented 
by Mr. George Ross of Chatham, On­
tario, Canada. Its construction is 
such that one or more plough pointe 
as directed upward or downward by a 
lever, the ploughs made to out deep 
or shallow furrows, or the machine 
can be readily adjusted to travel from 
place to place with other novel fea­
tures.

Registering males in the American 
Jersey Herd Book cost $100, and eows 
$50. At that high figure it is not 
advisable to enter any but the very 
best stock. The American Jersey 
Association is very exclusive; so jeal­
ous are its members of the purity of 
their animals that English-bred ones 
are not eligible, because of some im- 
purities in their breeding.

Clean culture should be the watch- 
word of every farmer. It cost as 
much to produce weeds as it does to 
grow useful plants. It is always the 
best way to do work as it ought to be 
done, so if' the attempt is made to 
grow cropa they should be cared for 
in such a way as will leave them to 
do their best. When choked with 
weeds they cannot do this. Crops 
should be kept clean.

There was A great rage in favor of 
cooking or steaming feed for live 
stock of ail kinds some years ago, but 
after full experience and many scien- 
tific tests, it has been conclusively 
proven that steaming good, whole­
some feed is rather more detrimental 
than useful, even for feeding hogs. 
Steaming some gives value to dam­
aged hay, roots, etc., when mixed 
with a liberal allowance of ground 
feed, but the steaming probably costs 
more than its returns.

Every botanist or medical man 
knows, and every bay-maker should 
know, that to preserve all valuable 
qualities of herbs or grasses, they 
must first ba wilted in the sun, and 
then dried in the shade. " Make hay 
when the sun shines,” means that the 
grass sbonld be stirred and wilted as 
quickly as possible after being cut. 
It does not mean that it should be left 
bleaching in the son and dews two or 
three days after cutting, until it bas 
cost nearly all that is good for food, 
and has become much as fax should 
be for the brake.

Horses, like men, do not immedi- 
ately. show the results of confinement 
in close, vitiated atmosphere, or of 
over-work, but the reckoning comes 
at last for both man and beast, and 
many a man’s borse have failed a 
year or two sooner than they need 
have done, merely from the want of 
attention of those hygienic conditions 
which cannai be disregarded without 
jeopardizing the health and constitu- 
lion of the subject Moreover, a 
short lime it will be impossible to gat, 
the same amount of work from an 
animal whose health in affected by the 
unhealthy condition in which he is 
corepelted, to spend, in winter at least, 
more than half his life, and thus valu­
able time is lost as well as the services 
of the horse for the year or two by 
which the animal’s life has been 
shortened. Health and comfort are 
far more important accompaniements 
of living both in dwelling and barn, 
than the occupant of the former is apt 
to consider.r

1LWhen worms bave developed in 
great numbers in any part of the in­
testinal canal, the functions of the 
digestive organs become interfered 
with ; the horse gradually falls off in 
condition, in spite of a frequently 
ravenous appetite; occasional symp­
toms of colic may appear, the flank is 
tucked up, the coat becomes staring, 
the inside of bis eyelids is pale, and he 
easily becomes fatigued by ordinary 
work. There are numerous recipes 
for the extirpation of worms, the 
vegetable and mineral kingdoms hav­
ing been ransacked for vermifuge 
agents. Some species of internal 
parasites are more easily expelled 
than others ; but the fact remains that 
although we can force all sorts of 
“pizen ” down a horse’s throat, we 
cannot force the worms to receive it. 
Calomel, arsenic and other herioc re­
medies we do not recommend, because 
the use of these is apt to be followed 
by serious consequences. The simple 
vegetable bitters, such as wormwood, 
rue and quassia, have been found to 
act beneficially by inducing a healthy 
state of the digestive organs, and act 
by their being offensive to worms. 
Salpburet of iron, and also the finely 
pulverized clinkers of the blacksmith, 
have been occasionally resorted to as 
anthelmintics. The salts of iron have 
certainly much that recommends them 
to our notice as agents for destroying 
internal parasites, since the existence 
of worms mostly depends upon a 
peculiar debilitated state of the system, 
and this being overcome, the tissues 
cease to become fit nidas for their 
development and maintenance. Few 
substances can compare with the com­
pounds of irons for restoring tonicity. 
Besides they act as poisons to all the 
tribe vermes. Yet it becomes a ques­
tion if a more definite and certain 
compound should not be preferred to 
either of the two last named agents, 
such as the sulphate of iron, or the 
carbonate of iron, either of which 
may be given in a powdered state, in 
doses of one drachm, or a teaspoonful, 
daily, mixed among the food, during 
one or two weeks.

The following is a good recipe for 
worms in horses:—Powdered poplar 
bark, two ounces; powdered sulphur, 
four ozs., salt, three oze.; mix well. 
Divide the mass into twelve parts, and 
mix one with the food every night. 
This will not only remove worms, but 
also tone up the digestive organs, so 
that the parasites cannot find a foot- 
hold.—Ezchange.

Health of Sire and Dam.

Many failures and appointments in 
breeding may safely be attributed to 
the ill-health of either sire or dam at 
the time of coupling. If the health 
of both were better attended to, better 
results would, in many cases, be 
secured. Both sire and dam should 
be in robust health, and full of vigor 
at the time of coupling. On this 
point, the new volume of the Badmin­
ton Library says : " We must begin 
by pointing out an old and commonly 
practiced act of negligence, which 
not only every veterinary surgeon, 
but every medical man, and all stu­
dents of animal constitution, would 
concur in decrying, namely, the 
want of proper attention to the actual 
state of health of borse and mare 
at the time of mating. It seems 
never to strike breeders that before 
allowing a mare to be served, they 
should at least take the trouble to 
ascertain if the horse is in good 
health; for it can not be taken for 
granted that because when robust and 
in strong exercise a stallion has 
fathered an Eclipse or a St. Simon, be 
will be capable of begetting similar 
stock when ill and uncared for." We 
believe this is full of truth and wisdom. 
Two conditions are importent to be 
observed. The first is the health of 
both sire and dam at the time of 
coupling, and the second is the con­
tinued good health of the dam while 
carrying the colt. She should have 
gentle and proper exercise, and care 
should be taken to keep every vital 
function in full and vigorous activity. 
—Ex.•

It is always bad policy to allow 
stock of any kind to go off the pre­
mises in poor condition. Feed is 
cheap, and there will be no excuse for 
farmers and poultry keepers sending 
lean, slab-sided poultry into market 
this season. In hot weather it is 
almost impossible to fatten fowls, but 
in October they have good appetites, 
and if well fed, will “ plump up " in a 
short time. Coro meal, mixed with 
milk, with an occasional feed of vege­
tables to keep up the appetite, is ac­
ceptable diet. Coarse sand or gravel 
should always be supplied to chickens 
fattened in confinement. A table 
spoonful of powdered charcoal to each 
ten fowls, given with the soft feed, 
will also be beneficial. Turkeys fat­
ten very well while at liberty, but 
chickens do better in confinement in 
a coop. Every poultry raiser should 
have a good fattening coop.

The best fattened fowls may be 
spoiled in the dressing, and thousands 
of dollars are lost to farmers every 
year by the careless manner in which 
this work is done. Dry picked poul- 
try commands from one to two cents 
per pound more than scalded fowls 
and farmers, io some sections, con­
tinue the practice of scalding, when 
dry picking is just as easy and ex­
peditions. It will pay any farmer 
who raises a hundred dollars worth of 
poultry for market to learn the best 
methods of preparing his product of 
prime quality that the extra profit 
lies.

Rasping and Greasing Horses’ 
Hoof's.

The horse is one of the most super­
bly perfect of nature’s works, viewed 
physically; and be occupies besides 
as exalted position among animals as 
to bis intelligent and moral qualities. 
It is therefore most painful to see 
bow, under the handling of intelligent 
(?) man, be ie maltreated and even 
abused. He submits bis neck to the 
yoke uncomplainingly; be accepts 
the iron-plating of bis feet; and be 
allows the galling check upon the 
movements of bis bead, and yet gives 
man bis best service even to the 
death. The ignorant smithy has his 
views as to what should be the shape 
of his feet; so be cuts and rasps, and 
forms them to suit himself. He has 
an idea that the hoof is made on pur­
pose for him to rasp and shoe, and 
exercise all the tools of bis trade 
upon. So he makes a shoe and fits 
the hoof to it; he removes the natu­
ral polished exterior, which by its 
tough elasticity defends the tender 
parts from injury, is nearly imper­
vious to water, and permits a little 
evaporation of internal moisture, 
by which it is kept normally pliable 
and vitalized to the very surface. 
He rounds and smooths of the new 
surface; leaves it in a condition to 
allow the moisture of the hoof to pass 
of rapidly, and the hoof to dry and 
crack, and thus be recommends the 
application of tar and grease and 
lamp-black, as if he were trying to 
render an old hoot pliable and pre- 
sentable. The greasing may be well 
enough—belter than nothing—after 
the mischief is done. But why do 
sensible horse-owners allow the evil 
which their peremptory orders, if not 
their mere remonstrance, would pre­
vent. 114

Little Wastes.

Potato Bed Pests.

A thrifty growth of vine is much 
protection against the ravages of the 
potato beetle. Other things being 
equal, the beetle will lay ber eggs on 
the weakest, feeblest growing potato 
bill in the field. Instinct teaches ber 
to avoid thrifty vines full of sap and 
which also hold the dew a long time 
in the morning. Heavy dews and 
rains prevent many buggs’ eggs from 
hatching. Tbp use of gypeum with 
Paris grpen on potatoes has thus a 
double advantage. The poison de­
stroys the bugs already hatched, end 
the gypsum makes the vine more 
thrifty, bolds dew on it longer and 
thus addles many of the eggs. Fre­
quent cultivation of the soil is also 
helpful in keeping the potato bugs in 
in check. The cultivator should be 
drawn as closely to the vines as pos- 
sible, and W matter if some dirt « 
thrown on the vines. It will not 
hurt the potatoes, and every particle 
of soil on a bunch of potato bug’s eggs 
destroys the vitality of all it touches. 
In 4 cold, wet time there is little to 
fear from the potato hug. The eggs 
will be addled, or the young destroy, 
ed as soon as hatched. But one or 
two days of hot weather will bring 
the enemy out in full force, and 
prompt application of poison will be 
needed to save the prop. The larva 
eat most in the day. The poison 
should be applied in the morning and 
as much as possible while the dew is 
on the leaves, as the plaster will then 
adhere better,

Odds and ends 
of lumber remain where the last job 
is anished, curling up and becoming 
worthless in the hot sun, Good tools 
often keep company with the perish, 
ing boards. The weaklings of his 
Ai heards and mocks are allowed to 
remain with the strong until they 
droop away and die. This man tells 
a continued story of bad seasons, 
weather too hot or too cold, too wet 
or too dry, taxes to high. No intel- 
lectual shadows falls across his pessi- 
mistse path, and he never reaches the 
goal ef the successful farmer.—Farm 
qud Live Stock.

The Calgary Tribune tells a tale 
about the ranching industry of 
Alberta, and gives figures showing 
the extent of the business. The list 
contains the names of seventy ranches, 
and the number of head of stock is 
gived at 76,325 cattle, 10,025 horses, 
and 21,300 sheep. Valued at $40 per 
bead, we should have $3.053,000 in. 
vested in cattle ; 8601,500 in horses 
at $60 per bead; and $35,200 in sheep 
at 84 per head. This is a most en- 
conraging report, when it is consider­
ed that the industry is yet in its 
infancy. It is only some three or 
four years’since the first attempt was 
made to establish ranching in the 
Northwest, and the results of the 
first winter were most diaconraging, 
owing to mismanagement and lack of 
that knowledge necessary to 8400088. 
Notwithstanding this setback, those 
who were best informed as to the 
climate peculiarities of the country 
were not disheartened, and since then 
nothing but success bas attended all 
efforts. The past winter bas been 
very favorable, and stock now on the 
the ranches are said to be in excellent 
condition.‘

This is important fat the very time 
the great American wood chip of over 
300,000,000 pounds is about to be 
placed on the market and denotes 
higher prices. There is more excite- 
ment in the interior than in our sea- 
board markets, The shortage of 30,- 
000 bales in the South Amrican clips 
is an important element in the situa­
tion. The great London sale of co­
lonial wool last week will be a leading 
factor in determining the prices of 
this season’s wool clip.

America produces two thirds of the 
cotton used in the world, and its 

; manufacturers take one-half this, or 
one third of the world’s product. De­
spite this fact the price is fixed not in 
this country but in Liverpool. It is 
the same of our wheat crop of which 
in years of great abundance we ax- 
port only a very small proportion of 

our crop. With the rapid increase in 
population which this country is mak- 
ipg we shall in twenty years or less 
need all the grain we raise for our 
own consumption and be able to 
manufacture the larger part of our 
cotton crop. Then, and not until 
then, shall we make prices of these 
staples ourselves. — Auterican Culti­
