The
church of Rome is an artistic and ssthetic
church, not in the Oscar Wilde or Bun-
thorne sense of the latter word, however.
The beantiful convent building and the
ugly and foul-smelling cow-byre are cer-
tainly not in artistic harmony together,

SUCH 18 LIFE,

Sensuous, Speculative and Spiriiual—As
Told by Dr. Ormiston of New York.

Rev. Dr. Ormiston of New York preach-
ed in St. James’ square Presbyterian church
morning and evening yesterday. The
morning service was not so well attended
as it would have been had it been more
generally known that the doctor was going
to conduct that service, He chose for his
text Romans vi. 1., *‘ Likewise reckon ye
also yourselves to be dead unto sin but
alive unto God through Jesus Christ our
Lord.” The apostle, he said, in the pre-
vious chapter proves that there is no such
thing as forgiveness without sanctification,
as also in this he proves that there is no
such thing as true life without Christ. He
draws a very antithetical contrast between
death and Christ. Al the claims of death
and sin are cancelled in Christ and a new
life begun in the heart of the believer
before he gets to heaven, otherwise he
never would get there, This life is a life
uliar and distinctive, it stands apart
rom the whole innumerable creation and
the best feature of it is that it is attainable
by all. The first kind of life he notice!
was the sensuous Iife, This, be said,
characterizes those who are governed by
animal passions, or, as Paul expresses it,
who walk after theflesh. Again there are
those who live only for this world, who
seek to attain weslth, power, influence and
favor, and rhis ends their lives without
one thought of the position they will oc-
cupy in the mext world. Aga'n there is
life speculative, ‘Those who possess this
life live in a realm of ideas and, sometimes,
in the forms and rites of religion. The last
and best life of all is the spiritual life,
That is, alife that subordinates the pre-
ceding life to something higher. They rea-
lize the great unseen as a transcendent,
paramount power and exert all the influence
they possess in this world to ‘bring them.
selves and others into the full enjoyment of
the life after death. Thislife is secured to
us by the death of Christ, and the fact that
he died is the moust potent in the univers:.
He was holy, spotless and undefiled, yet he
suffered death, and that too th: moast igno-
minious of deaths—the death of the cross.
Hard it is to understand the death of one
who is removed as a punighment for hi-
own sins, but it is the most profound mys-
tery to unearth the bleody sgony of
a siuless being. By this deatb all
our sins are forgiven, our mneeds
supplied, eternal life secured, a ‘glorious
patrern is'given us to follow ; help to follow
it is promised us, and Heaven is prepared
forus, This life is enjoyed only by friend-
ship in Christ, and friendship in Christ is
closely associated with idenity with him, so
that if we wish to enjoy his friendship we
must practice those things waich are most
like his nature, discarding everything that
is against. it. We have vested in us the
power to yield love and obedience to him,
even the shallowest heart has treasures too
rich to lavish on any other than him ;iu
him lies the maguet to draw out all that is

good in us, Those - who = livy on
other ryeople’s faults  will starve.
