Fleeing from Hi» Dupes He is Caught

SIontreal, Oct. 4. — Joseph Barondess, 
Master Workman of the Jews’ League of

Allan to hold the Norwegian at Quebec 
until he could reach her. This 
with the aforesaid result. Barondess was 
at once brought to Montreal, anil left last 
evening for New York in charge of the de­
tective. The modus operand! pursued by 
the prisoner was a novel one and brought 
in lots of cash. He was in the habit of 
calling on theMèmployers of labor and in­
forming them that a strike waft imminent 
among their employes, but if they would 

ive him a small sum of money—say $500— 
He, as master workman, would have no 
difficulty in settling the affair satisfactorily. 
The employers, as a rule, to save further 
trouble gave him the required- amount, 
which he generally appropriated to Lis own 
use, there not being the slightest indication 
of a strike among the laborers. Upon dis­
covering the fraud the dupes had Barondess 
placed under arrest.

The two Chinamen, 
whose names are supposed to be Jew Len and 
Jew Ah Ben, were committed in defaulter 
$500 bail in each case. They did not receive 
any examination, as they could neither 
speak nor understand English. An examina­
tion will be given all four before the Com­
missioner in the FederalCourt at 10 o’clock 
Monday morning. .
