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PARSON PLAYS POKER
“SKY PILOT" WAS QUITE WILL­

ING TO LEARN.

Red-blooded Young Divine Ready to 
Tackle Rongh and Tumble Pas­
torate In Northern Manitoba, 
Where the Men Who Are Miners 
Refuse .to Have a “Namby Pamby 
Dude Preacher."

’ad no pious pamphlets to ’elp 
me to cheat the tomb;

I 'ad no *oly leaflets to baffle 
a bullet’s ’arm;

I’d only—a deck of cards, boys, but 
—it seemed 

To do Just the same.”
Found—a preacher who can play 

poker and knows every card in the 
deck. A minister has been discovered 
who believes that not all profanity Is 
sacrilege, and who prefers the rough 
and ready manner of the Canadian 
miner to a 16,000 Job in an eastern 
city.

Rev. R. Arthur Basham, a young 
Presbyterian minister of Columbus, 
Ohio, has answered the call sent out 
by the miners of the copper camps 
at Athapupuskow Lake County, in 
northern Manitoba, for a parson who 
“Is a he-man, who wears a mackinaw 
jacket and stuffs his pants in* his 
boots, can paddle a canoe, play a 
good game of poker, and give a good 
account of himself in a knock-down 
and drag-out row.”

The advertisement reads : "Wanted 
—A minister of the gospel for Atha­
pupuskow camp. Must be a good pok­
er player. No namby pamby dude 
preachers need apply."

"I am not an adept poker player, 
but I can learn, just as I expect those 
miners to learn my game," declared 
Mr. Basham. He prefers not to be 
called “Reverend.”

“It Is the only call to preach that 
appeals to me. I’d rather be a Santa 
*Claus to a burich of miners in that 
Canadian copper camp, than a min­
ister to all the elders In Christen­
dom. I do not think the church shall 
fail to supply these fellows with a 
preacher, and the kind of a preacher 
they want.”

Mr. Basham knows the needs of 
these men, having served as a circuit 
rider in Northern Manitoba before he 
went to France as a Y.M.C.A. worker.

“I had a circuit of 40 miles, and 
lots of times I had to run along be­
hind the dogs and the sled to keep 
from freezing to death. One of the 
happiest recollections of my life Is 
the meeting, up in the north country, 
with a derelict, who was a Cornell 
graduate. The minute I met him he 
said, ‘Basham, I’m a drunkard.’

"I liked him and his case Impress­
ed me deeply. Many a night I have 
played chess with him all night, try­
ing to help him forget liqilor. I spent 
a lot of time with him, and one night 
it was necessary to knock a man 
down In a saloon because he tempted 
my friend with a bottle of whiskey. 
After that they let him alone. I 
count one of the greatest achieve­
ments of my life the wooing of that 
man from the control of the grip of 
liquor. That man is now one of the 
most splendid fellows I know.

“I have spent eleven years In the 
pit, and eleven in the pulpit," said 
Basham. “At the age of 11, I was a 
coal miner In Wales. Now I have six 
brothers In the mines of Wales. 
There were eigfct of us in the world 
war. One was killed, and all were 
wounded. I am not green at the job. 
I know the lives of miners. I have 
played cards with them, and I am 
willing to match the miners’ bible, 
(a deck of cards) against the bible I 
teach, any day.”

"Oh, yes, I have played cards. I 
was tried for heresy once for playing 
whist In the home of one of the eld­
ers of my church. Because of the 
action of thtf church I received great 
publicity. Dr. James L. Gordon, of 
Winnipeg, took a kindly interest in 
me and encouraged me to continue 

in the ministry, pointing out 
advantage of going to college*

aped by sending me to the United 
States, after I had preached several 
times In his church in Winnipeg. I 
have written Dr. Charles W. Gordon 
(Ralph Connor) whom I knew In 
Winnipeg, of my willingness to take 
the Job with the miners. While 
spades are trumps as a rule among 
the miners, I believe'that I can tell 
them something about Christ, who is 
the Ace of Hearts and am confident 
that he will take some tricks."

“Did you ever play cards for 
money?” he was asked.

"Yes, but\t didn’t know it at the 
time. It was in France. I was spend­
ing the afternoon at the home of a 
French colonel. The colonel’s daugh­
ters, and a countess with whom I had 
been associated in the Red Cross Ba­
zaar, suggested that we play bridge.
I learned the game that afternoon, 
and at the end of the game, I noticed 
the women counting up, but it never 
dawned on me that we had been play­
ing for money, until the colonel told 
me that I had won. It was rathering 
an embarrassing position, so I took 
the money and turned it over to the 
fund for disabled French Soldiers."

“I am not content to be a drone In 
the Bee Hive of the Kingdom of 
God,” declared Basham. ‘If 50 per 
cent, of us as ministers were to go 
on a strike at once, Protestantism on 
this continent would not suffer in the 
least degree. We aren't essential, but 
most of us are not willing to admit 
it." '

“The chief reason I am interested 
in this mining camp job, is first, be­
cause of the opportunities for build­
ing up. The common run of preachers 
are merely holding down jobs. Se­
cond, there is more appeal to go out 
in the north to help* those miners 
than there is to preach to a bunch 
of elders who are not supposed to 
need 1L”

Mrs. Basham expects'to accompany 
her husband and help him In his 
work. "No doubt they will have a 
pair of deuces when they get us," 
Mr. Basham said.

THE ESKIMO HUTS.

They Prefer Snow to 
Concrete.

The movement to modernize the 
Eskimo by providing him with con­
crete huts in place of his picturesque 
snow "Igloos” as suggested by an of­
ficial of the United States Bureau of 
Fisheries, would be the death of the 
denizen of the icy north, in the opin­
ion of Yllhjalmur Stefansson, the 
Arctic explorer. Not only is the Es­
kimo devoted to his age-long habita­
tion as the South Sea Islanders are 
to their traditional garb of flower 
garlands and fresh smiles, but he Is 
far healthier, warmer and more com­
fortable in his domed mansion of 
snow blocks than he could be in any 
modern house of concrete.

The statement that the natives of 
the Prybiloll Islands were about to 
discard their snow huts for modern 
concrete huts, finding the gales of 
the Bering Sea too strong for the 
former, upon which the story of the 
intended change of Eskimo hab:‘s 
was based, Mr. Stefansson character­
ized as too silly for discussion, 
explorer said that the Prybiloff Is­
landers had never lived in snow but 
in wooden huts and that further 
north, where the natives do live in 
snow houses, it would be next to im­
possible to convert them to any other 
dwelling.

"Their igloo serves as a 
two or three weeks. Then 
a new one. Because it Is new 
clean and sanitary. It is as warm and 
comfortable as your library. A can­
dle gives as much illumination as 
three electric lights, because of the 
intense whiteness of the snow. The 
snow house will stand under any con­
ditions. In all, the Igloo is as com­
fortable a home as a man could wish.

“The concrete hut, like the wooden 
hut, must be uncomfortable ' and un­
sanitary. Wherever the natives have 
Changed from the snow to the wooden 
home there has followed penumonia 
and typhoid and a tremendous in­
crease in the death rate.

“The Eskimos are a migratory 
race. Contact with civilization has 
affected them and they are dying off. 
They must soon be extinct and the 
concrete hut hastens that extinction. 
The Eskimos are like the gypsies. 
Try to keep a gypsy in a house of 
concrete and see what happens.

"Still, the Eskimos might be con­
verted to the concrete hut,” went on 
Mr. Stefansson, 'smiling. “If It be­
comes the fashion. Should concrete 
homes becomè fashionable, all Eski­
mos would soon be living in them. 
Human nature is the same the world 
over. Let some one introduce the 
wearing of furs, as a fashion, in the 
Zulu Islands, and the natives there 
would wear furs. Women wear furs 
in California and Florida, where the 
chlmate is just as hot as on the 
Zulu Islands. So you see, you never 
can tdlf_________________
