THE BUSINESS DEPRESSION.

From the 8t. John Freeman.]

That our trade and business would
be greatly depressed at present, even
if we had, as a people, lived prudently
and economically during the years
from 1870 to 1874, must be manifest to
every intelligent person. When the
rest of the civilized world is suffering,
no matter. what the causes, we must
suffer also, as we depend on them for a
market for our great staple exports,and
when business is depressed in . those
countries the demand for our exports
is diminished and the prices fall. The
employment for our vessels.is also de-
creased, and the rates of freight de-
cline. -But when, in addition to the
losses caused by the general depres-
sion, we - find ourselves bered

t of the imports was  insuffi-
cient for the wants of the country, but
he wished to po'nt out $30,000,000 per
annum was $17,000,000 over the im-
ports for 1868, $20,000,000 over those of
1869, $16,000,000 over those for 1870,
but only $2,000,000 over those of 1876.
The point that he wished to make was,
tkat in those four years of excessive
importation this country imported
$91,000,000 more than it required or
could pay for promptly, and that was
the cause of the distress from which
the country had not yet fairly recover-
ed. He then proceeded to deal ‘with
the exports during the same period,
showing that the excess of imports
over exports in 1870 were one per
cent, ; in 1872, 34 per cent.; in 1873,
42 per cent.; in 1874, 43 per cent.; and
in 1875, 18 per cent. In the Province
of Ontario, he was sorry to say, the
evil was found to exist in a greater ex-
tent. The excess in Ontario, in 1875,
was $20,000,000; in 1876, $13,000,000;
in 1877, $25,000,000, or a total during
three years of $58,000,000. He claimed
that this was the solution of the crisis.
Anyone who looked at the matter dis-
puslonnlely must see that the true se-
oret of the derangement of trade and
the consequent calamities was owing in
a great measure to the facts he had
stated, He contended that the debt of
$105,000,000 bad left upon every man,
woman and child in the couniry a
mortgage of $26.50 which would re-
main until the entire amount was li-
quidated.—The sudden increase in the
oiroulation and discounts was a promi
nent cause of the commercial depres-
sion. 1t .indicated that our people
had been trading in a method border-
ing on madness. Who was to blame
for the crisis?' The banks had a great
deal to do with it, as had also the im-
porters and the merchants. But he
would be a dishonest man if he at-
tempted to place the responsibility for
the depression on the Government.
Passing to the consideration of the
question whether ~protection would
have so much result. If we had bad
protection, instead of over-protestion,
we would have over-production, and
then instead of the English merchant
bearing his share of the loss conse-
quent on the depression, Canada
would have to bear it all herself. The
Canada manufacturer had to-day, with
duties and charges, a clear protection
of thirty per cent. against Great Bri-
tain. Was any more protection desir-
ed against a country which had made
Canada what sbe is? The protection
which the revenue to-day obtained was
abundant for every man that had
brains, for every man that had ocour-
age, and for every man of character. A
large volume of business was not al-
ways an evidence of prosperity. It was
3uite evident that the prosperity of

anada during years of inflation was
fancy prosperity,and he held that the
true way to success was not the mo
dern plan of making haste to be rich,
;nu. to be calm, slow, sure, and stead-
ast,

A FIENDISH MURDER.

Camden, New Jerrey, opposite Philadel-
phis, has been the scene of & most shock-
ing murder, but one which happily bas
few counterparts in the annals of crime.
A respectably connected and well-to-do
man named Benjamin Hunter,beld policies
of insurance on the life of a music publish-
er named Armstrong, to the amennt of
over $26,000, and getting straitened for
money owing to adverse speciflation, he
conceived the horrible idea of murdering
Armstrong and getting the money. He
induced one James Graham, a former ap-
prentice of his, to promise to do the deed,
and armed him with a ham mer and hatch-
et. The handle of the hatchet was marked
¢« F.D.' This was avother part of the
devilish plot, 8 man named F. Davis ow.
ed Armstrong money and had confessed
his entire inability topay it. Hunter ar-
ranged that he would induce Armstrong
to go with him, ostensibly to see Davis,
and Graham was to waylay them and kill
Armstrong with the batchet and hammier.
Graham, who when arrested made a full
confession, was so overcome with terror
that he only struck. Armstrong one blow
and then fled. Hunter,;however, -sprang
to his fallen victim and pounded his head

with an enormous. load of debt foolish-
