Lot us not delude ourselves with fictiti­
ous greatness. There is another country 
at whose greatness we may well pause for 
contemplation. Its area extends eight 
and a half million square miles. The 
hauls ol Its power is not land, but water. 
Its greatnes* is maritime, and Its coast line 
is 28,500 miles long. It lies on both 
sides of the equator, but its boundaries 
touch the extremes ol heat and cold Its 
uncultivated area, which can be made to 
feed unborn millions without the help of 
the United States covers millions of square 
miles. It contains 100,000 square miles 
of forest, which are beiug jealously pre* 
served while ours Is being ruthlessly sac- 
riced. Its population amounts to 346,• 
000,000 souls, including pretty nearly all 
the races known to mau. Its revenue for 
government amounts to more than a thou* 
sand million annually, only one-iourth*of 
which is levied in direct taxation. It has 
nearly a million men under arms. It has 
one policeman for every sixteen square 
miles of itsentire area. Its 246 war vessels 
are all in commission, not rotting in har 
hors. Its merchant navy consists of 30,- 
000 ships manned by 170,000 sailors. Its 
sea»going tonnage amounts to eight and a 
hall millions. It surpasses in steamers 
all other powers on the globe, and nearly 
equals their combined total in sailing ves­
sels. Forty-nine per cent of the carry­
ing power of the world is under that flag. 
More than half the ship earning from 
freight and passengers belong to it. The 

* banks of that empire trsnsaotone third the 
business of the entire world. Its manu 
factures comprise one-third of all Europe. 
It uses 30 per cent, of the horse power of 
the world. Its enormous debt which it 
uses as the most profitable investment of 
its own earnings, amounts to only 9 per 
cent, of its wealth. It is the wealthiest 
state in the world, and its wealth has been 
made bv exporta. ITS name is GREAT 
BRITAIN.—Chicago Herald.

TEN IRONCLADS THAT COST FROM $3,0000,000 
TO $5,000,000 APIECR.

The most powerful warship afloat, the 
Ben bow, has juat been completed and 
joined
She carries two 111-Ion gone besides other 
small guns. A shot from one of them 
weighs 1,800 pounds, and when propelled 
by the full charge of 850 pounds of pow­
der it cau tear its way through a whole 
yard of iron armor. The gun is 43 feet 8 
inches long, aud the projectile is over 41 
inches long and nearly l foot 5 inches In 
diameter. England's eight best ironclads 
cost nearly $25,000,000 the Benl>ow cast­
ing $3,800,000. Two more ships nearly 
finished, tbe Nile and Tiafalgar, of 12,000 
tons each, will cost nearly $5,000,000 
apiece. At this price each will be worth 
its weight in copper. The simultaneous 
discharge ot tbe guus of the entire fleet 
would develop force enough to lift the 
ships, guns aud all, two feet oat of tbe 
water.

Glynn's defense was 
that Cruise was drunk, fell against the fire 
aud receiv'd hie burns that way.

A Curious Will Question.—A testator 
bequeathed a share ot his property to hie 
► on if tl.e latter should be living at tbe 
time of the former’s death. Before tbe 
fsthvr died tbe son was convicted of mor­
de r iu the ►econd degree and sentenced to 
»tate prison for life.

A convict for life is civilly dead. He is 
•«tripped of his civil and political rights. 
He cannot hold office or vote ; he cannot 
contract or sue. His family ties are sev­
ered ; his wife aud children owe him no 
le tal obligations.

In the case above outlined it was 
claimed that in a matter of inheritance a 
civil is equal to a physical death, aud 
therefore the son could not take under his 
father’s will. Tbe question went to the 
court of appeals, which, after an elaborate 
consideration of the points, holds that a 
life sentence does not destroy the convict’s 
right to inherit.— New Fork Herald.

The Government Whitewash.

Excursionists who travel along the era- 
coast in summer are often attracted by the 
remarkable whiteness ol the lighthouses, 
beacons and keepers’ dwellings, and they 
wonder how these guides to mariners are 
kept in such a shining condition during 
the winter as well as summer. The ma 
terial used is simply whitewash, and here 
is the United Stales formula for mixing a 
whitewash that when properly made and 
applied gives a white that does not easily 
rub off ; To ten parts of best freshly 
•lacked lime add one part of the best hy­
draulic cement. Mix well with salt water 
and apply thin.
J^SylvealepH process for excluding mois 
tare (torn external walls consists in u-iug 
two washes or solutions for covering the 
surface of brick walls, one composed ol 
soap and water and one composed ol alum 
and water. Tbe proportions are three- 
quarters of a pound ot soap to one gallon 

• of water and half a pound of alum to tour 
gallons of water. Both substances must 
be perfectly dissolved in water before us­
ing. Tbe walls should be perfectly clean 
aud dry god the temperature of the air 
should not he below 50 deg. Fahrenheit 
when the compositions are applied. The 
first, or soap wash, should he laid on when 
at boiling heat with a fltt brush, taking 
care not to form a troth on the brick 
This .wash should remain twenty-four 
hours, so as to become dry and bard befon 
tbe second, or alum wahh, is applied, 
which should be done in 
as the first.

The temperature of this wash when ap­
plied may be 60 or 70 degrees, and it 
should also remain twenty four hours be­
fore a s« eond coat of the soap wash is put 
on,aud these coats are to be repeated alter 
nately until the walls are made imper­
vious to water. The alum and toap thus 
combined form an insoluble compov id. 
filling the pores of the masonry and 
tirely preventing the water from pénétrât 
Ing the walls. Four coating* will render 
the bricks impenetrable.—-The Sun.

A Gibl'b Toilet Articles.—A sensible 
girl will not keep a lot of drugs aud cos­
metics on her toilet table, but there are a 
few articles she should always have io a 
convenient place. She ►hould bave au ar­
ray of glass stopped bottles containing al­
cohol, alum, camphor, Wax, ammonia 
and glycerine or vaseline. A little 
pbor and water may be used as » wash for 
tbe mouth aud throat if tbe breath is not 

, sweet. Powdered alum appllt d to a fevsr 
■ore will prevent it from becoming very 
unsightly and noticeable. Insect slings 
or eruptions on tbe skin are removed by 
alcohol. A few grains of alum in tepid 
water will relieve people whose hands per­
spire very freely, rendering them unpleas­
antly moist. A few drops of sulphuric 
acid in the’water are also beneficial for 
this purpose, and are also desirable for 
those whose feet perspire freely. We 
should always recommend care io the ut>e 
of scented soap; In many cases the per­
fume le simply a disguise for poor quality. 
A good glycerine or honey soap is always 
preferable. Of course, one may rely on 
scented soap from a high class manufac­
turer, but it costs more than it is worth. 
In addition to tbe soap for bathing, white 
cagtite should be kept for washing the hair. 
Occasionally a little borax and ammonia 
may be used for the purpose, bet it Is usu­
ally too harsh in Its effects.
