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—Aisubject.  that is deservedly at-
trac the attention of the reformers
of the present, day is the child labor
eviliiGeneration after generation of a
dull, stupid or brutish class of human-
ity, physically as well as mentally
stunted, pitiful or disgusting carica-
tures of manhood and womanhood are
the products of this pernicious system
of child labor.

The facts disclosed in the investiga-
tion of the coal strike have exposed
startling condiuions in the mine re-
gions of Pennsyivania, almost within
the shadow of the “City of Brotherly
Love,” the city of which that immor-
tal reformer, Penn, in his frame of gov-
ernment, provided that a committee of
education, manners and arts should be
appointed, so that ‘‘all wicked and
scandalous living may be prevented
and that youth may be trained up In
virtue and useful arts and knowledge.”

McClure’s Magazine sent a represent-
ative to the coal regions, Krancis H.
Nichols, to make a thorough investi-
gation into the conditions of child
iabor, and in an article in the Keb-
ruary number of the magazine he gives
his 'lmpl\‘ssmus of conditions as he
viewed them. *“The Children’ of the
Coal Shadow,” is the title by which
he refers to the unfortunate little vic-
tims oi this system of slavery. The
companies’ nurseries for boys of the
coal shadow are the grim, black build-
ings called *‘breakers,” where the lump
coal from ‘the blast -is crushed into
marketable sizes. In speaking of the
events of his childhood the average
miner refers to the time as “when 1
was working in the brcakcrs.j’ Aft}cr
being ground in heavy machinery, in
the cupola of the building, the broken
coal tlows down a series of chutes to
the ground floor, where it is loaded on
freight cars, waiting to receive it. The

chutes zigzag through the building -

about three feet apart. Between them
in tiers are nailed a series of planks
which serve as seats for the slate pick-
ors. Mixed with the coal are pieces of
slate which it is the duty of the slate
pickers to detect as they pass him.

A few of the slate pickers are de-
crepit old men, but the overwhelming
majority are small boys. All 'day long
their little fingers dip into the unend-
ing, grimy stream that rolls past,
while they scrutiize with bowed heads
and rounded shoulders the flowing
chutes. For ien or eleven hours, with
a short intermission for -noon, this
labor is incessant, and any lack of at-
tention is followed by a rap on the
head or shoulders by the ‘‘breaker
boss,” who watches the boys as in-
tently as they watch the coal. For
this work they receive irom 40 to 90
cents a day and only an especially in-
dustrious and skilful boy reaches the
maximum.

According to the mining laws of
Pennsylvania, no boy under the age of
fourteen shall be employed in or about
the workings of a colliery, and a
boy’s father is required to fill out a
certificate as to his son’s age when ap-
plying for a place yin the brenku:
“Children’s age certificates .are a crim-
inal" institution,” asserts Mr. Nichols.
“According to the ethics of ‘the coal
field it is not wrong for a miner or
his family to lie, or practice any form
of deceit in dealing with coal mine
owlers or operators. A parent is jus-
tified in perjuring himself as to his
son’s age, on a certificate that will l‘)e
filled with & mine superintendent. No
one can believe that the law has been
complied with in the case of one in
1en of the tiny figures in blue overalls
and jumpers bending over the chuw.s.
“These “boys look younger than their
ages i the breaker boss will ex-
plain.” Mr. Nicholls is convinced that
one-sixth of all the employes of the
anthracite coal mines are children. A

While the miners’ son: is working in
the broaker or mine it is probable that
his daughter is employed in mill or
factory. The factory inspector will tell
you, “The mills locate in Anthracite
because they can employ girls, and
girls’ dabor is cheaper here than any-
where' else.”” Ninety per cent of the
females employed are said to be girls
who have not reached womanhood.
The f)erjury ertificate prevails for the
girls as well as the boys. They wgrk
ten hours a day, and the majority
stand all the time. The average wage
is under j0c. a day. :

The ¢ n have their “‘unions” as
\\ell'&s*gru\\n folks. The weekly
meeting of the union is the great
eventiin the life of every child in the
coul fields. Puerile and almost amus-
ing as are children’s unions, they ha\:v
in some instances met with success in
advancing wages and shortening hours
of labor. To the weekly meetings .of
the Junior Local the regular miners’
union ©f the district sends a repr
resentative to act as a referee and in-
structor,

The prevailing idea of a school is a
place where children go when they
have nothing else to do. Ixcept dur-
ing strikes, for.:f'%he most part the chil-
dren are ‘“‘undel’ seven years old.” No
teacher is tolerated who is not in sym-
pathy with the union. Several miners
told Mr. Nicholls they “couldn’t stand
for having -ihew children learnin’ in
the same §chooi with a mnon-union
