Therelore, the world has now to lonk to Caiifor-
niaand Aunstralia as the sources from which the store
of gold i4 to be renewed.  China, several parts of In-
tha, and many of the ilands of the Pacific, are alread
1sking gold from these m «Wlern 3l Dotadoe.  Regard-
ding the ditcovcrf' of gold in our colony and in Cali-
fornia as a nataral operation dependent upon come faw
by which the progre-s of civilization s repulaied, we
cannot believe thatany violent changes will ba eflected
in any portion of the globe. A gsadual chanze may
be induced, but there appears no sufficient reason for
supposing that the value of gold ag the yreat element
ol exchanges will suffer any ofthose sudden varntions
from 1ts present value, which many political ccono-
mists profess 1o dread.  Rather Jet us guard onrselves
sgainst that pride and consequent indolence which the
gold of America introduce! 1nto Spain, and from the
«llects of which that fine country has never recovered,

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FEMALL EDUCATION,

It is the lesson of nature, o3 indicated in cur last
closing remarks. that boys and gids, being indiserimi-
nately commingled in the respzctise fonily circles to
which they belong, wonld be most successfully educa-
ted 10 the same commungled state, then auother lesson is
inseparably connected withit.  \We must infer that
onr Educational system has so far been fighting against
nature, and 1t 15 not difficult to see that socirty hasbeen
injured in consequence. Hitheito out training has
beensuch as 13 not caleulated 1o produce the greatest
community of feeling or similanity of sentiment, Al
ter reaching a certain stage of their progress, for ex«
ample, the one paity has been trained to elaborate an
cssay, while the other claborates a watch-chain,  The
mind of the on= is bent 5o far to meet the incidents of
every day hfe; the mind of the other roams inan Ely
xian sphere, far remaved from enber the duties, or the
cacumbrances of hfe. Such an educaivn when ma-
tuted, necessanly produces coquetry and deception on
the one hand, and distrust and want of confidence on
the other; and even when this bartier scems so far re-
tisved as to allow two mmdarly minded young persons
1o enjoy cach otheis society, the deceplion and evasiun
must still be practised, as 1l 1t were a sin to love, Al
thius results from beginning wrong in our educational
system. We would say then let toys and guls romp
and rolick tog-ther at schoal, it will tend to the
healthy devclopment of therr muscular organizat on;
—let them attend the same classes, and stinulate each
othier to overcome the litUe diflicultics which lie in the
way of ther jutellectual progress, and it w:ll conduce
to a moro vigorous development of the mental f1eul-
tiea. Many a young man when circumnstanced in
life ns the sun and centre of a little happy fumily
cirele, lovks back with fechingi of chastened delight,
to the happy hours he spent in the company of lis
affectionate gistera, when under the paternal roof,
and hLe attributes to their sociciy, and to ther infle-
ence, the purity of his own mind, and the retincinent
of feeling which enabled him to pursue a happy, be-
cause a virtuous, course. A person so circumstanced
may baffle all the conventionalitics of life, hut ther:
are many young men, equally well di posed, but uot
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s LiZhly fawoured in tha allntinents of life. They
