Gireat paing are taken with these registered letters, which are
resorted and rechegued during the voyage.

They number abont 190 Hooks aud parcels, 243 News-
papers, 14,269 Letters, 21100,

This is otic of the largest mails which has yet been carried
from Canada, and the number of Amverican [etters gent eid
Canada has wreatly iocreassd during the past year or two,
About one hundred bags are received from ditferent post
otfives, al) of which have 1o b turned ont in the mail room
atiid reassortsi, The largest bag of all is the Ssnpplementary”
bag from Mortreal, which, being unsorted, gives the largest
araounut of work to the ail offteer, and is generally tackled
firet.  The sorting rousists of a re-diztribintion of the letters
into 57 offices in England, 8 in Scotland, and 2 in Ireland,
The officer must therefors be thoroughly posted up in Eng-
ligh grography, in order to b accurate in his distribntion,
This work hae to be finished, mail baes serled way bills made
up, copy of &hip's log, and report of officer, within eight duys,
involving at beast eight houry s day of intelligent and atten-
tive work. ‘The officer is sometimes arsisted by a junior, who
is training for the service, and it would be well for thi~ cus-
tom to be withont any exception, for the work of so large a
mail ax this is teomuch for one man, even with the experienee,
intelligence, and mpidity of the courteons Mr. W, F. Bowus,
who perforuas the whole duty ou this voyage.

In ease of illness or accident to the one officer, the postal
delay would be serious, and great confusion probadly result,
The vague addresses on some of the letters furnish consider-
able amusement, still more does the illivit smuggling of goods
in A newspaper, with & two cent stamp thereon.  Oue sendd
a photogiaph, another a paper knife, n third a cotton sock,
¢why didn’t he send a pair, which would have rewarded the
finder for his trouble,) a fourth senda, Can you guess what?
The fresh skinof a hird he has shot, with gay plumnge yellow
and Hue, to be stuffed in London!

We don't get munch beyond the faces of these letters and
parcels,  They pass us by like the crowd on London Bridee,
hastening to its destination.  What out pourings of affection,
what tales of sorcow, what buoyaney of hope, what anxietierg
and disappointments, are contained in these sealed bags? We
catt only conjecture, At least it iz & plesant thing to ob-
gerve the vare which is takea, and the puins hestowed upon
these concenled thoughts, hastening by this big steamship as
saeredly ks i borue on the wings of a earrier pigeon,
