The intelligence that eleven steamers were preparing at
Toulon, with orders to sail without a moments delay, was re-
ceived at Liverpool on the 14th ultimo. From Brest and Cher-
bourg, active preparations were also reported. Rumor natur-
ally ascribe these demonstrations as indicative of armed inter-
vention in favour of the Pope.

The steam vessels were adapted to carry from 7,000 to
10,000 men ; but up to the latest moment, no order for sailing
had been received, and either a change of policy bad taken
place, or, more probably, the expedition bad been altogether
abandoned. There was, however, a strong feeling, and 409,000
muskets had been ordered from the manufactories at St. I‘E.tl.enne.
The main canse of apprehension was, however, the condition of
the French finances. L

M. Passy, the Minister of Finance, had published his budget
for 1849, by which, including the deficiency of 1848, there
will be a total deficit of 715,000,000f. at the end of 1849. ‘A
strenuous effort would be made by the French ministry to
effect some comprehensive plan of retrenchment.

The red republicans, perceiving the ground giving way unfler
them, were making great efforts, and at Lyons were casting
musket balls, and providing gunpowder for a stand-up .ﬁght.

THE GOLD FEVER IN EUROPE.

The California gold seeking mania has extended to the con-
tinent of Europe, and in the ports of Germany and Denmark
there are already vessels fitting out for the conveyance of ad-
venturers to the auriferons region. The Eoglish journals are
still crowded with advertisements of vessels loading, enterprises
organizing, and joint stock companies forming, all set in mo-
tion by the continued favourable reports from the United States
of the marvellous riches of the new discovery.

THE GERMAN EMPIRE.

The Frankfort Assembly has fairly cast the apple of discord
amongst the Princes of Germany. Austria, whilst recover-
ing her rebellions Hungarian Provinces, has a new field of con-
troversy opened to ber, in the threatening rivalry of Prussia
for the German throne. Her tenure of the Provinces of Lom
bardy will again become, probably, the subject of a quarrel with
the King of Sardipia. The question of the Danish Duchies
are as unsettled as ever. Naples and Sicily are still as far re-
moved from an amicable settlemént of their dispute; whilst
Raussia which has so long remained silently prepared for action,
seems deeply plunged in intrigues, with a view to an extension
of her power towards the south, '

The Frankfort Assembly,on the 19th nltimo, after several
days debate, bas decreed that the dignity of the head of the
empire is given to one of the reigning German sovereigns. The
decision was come 'to by a majority of 258 over 220 votes. It
is generally believed that the next vote will declare the title of
Emperor to be hereditary, Austria having virtually withdrawn
from the circle of central authority established at Frankfort.

It thus remains for the Assembly to take the only alternative
left to pave the way for a prince of the house of Hohenzollern,
to the imperial throne. 3 <

Prince Windischgratz had entered Buda-Pesth, without
firing a shot. Kossuth has retired before the conquering Impe-
rialists, and Windischgratz had captured Count Balthiane, one
of the chief insurgent leaders; and confiscation and extermi-
nation were the order of the day. Martial law had been pro-
claimed in Gallicia, in which diredtion thg notorious Bem had
escaped.

In Prassia tranquility prevailed, but thedomestic disputes of
the Prussians kept up a certain degree of excitement.

DENMARK.
The quarrel about the Duchies remained in statu quo.
AFFAIRS OF ITALY.

The Pope demands the intervention of Austria to reseat him
in temporal power, and both Sardinia and France strongly
remonstrate against this determination.

As for the Roman people, they seem to have lostall reverence
for the Pope, as an ecclesiastic no Jess than a prince. The
spiritual anathemas which he had hurled against them, have been
treated with complete contempt.

The London Globe of the evening of the 26th ultimo, con-
tains the following : —

Panis, Thureday, Jan. 25.
Public opinion seems to have undergone a great change
about the Italian question. Some of the influential men, who
three or four months ago, were clamorous for intervention in
Italy, in order, as they said, to redeem the honour of France,
bave taken slarm at the state of the finances, and do not hesi-
tate to say tbat they cannot see why France should loge all

the freedom of a people who bave not the courage to fight for
themselves.

As tothe question of the Pope, the opinion here is that
the French should abstain from actual intervention for or against
him, but throw no obstacles in the way of either Spain or Na-
ples, if one or the other should offer money or men to the
Pope.

It is said that on this condition, Austria would consent to
stand aloof. The accounts from Rome are contradictory. The
journals of that capital, and those of Tuscany, assert that his
protest has been a failure. . It would appear however, that this
is not quite true for the revolutionary Government of Rome
has put forth a decree, denouncing as enemies to their country,
all persons who shall sufféer themselves to be deterred from
voting for the Constituent Assembly by the protest of the
Pope. 1t has also-appoioted a commission of instruction, whose
members are to go among the electors to enlighten them, and
it has nominated a committee of public safety similar to the
comit de salut publigue of the old French Revolution, which
denounced vengeance to every man who was suspected of a want
of patriotism, This excess of precaution does not show that
the protest of the Pope has been without effect.

IMPORTANT FROM INDIA.

By the Overland mail we have dates from Bombay to the
20th of December, with advices from Calcutta to the tenth, and
Madras to the 12th of December, and from Hong Kong to the
26th of November.

The intelligence from the Punjaub is of much interest. A
sanguinary skirmish Las taken place on the Chenab, between

Sikhs, who had taken position, and defended it with an obsti-
nacy and valor wtich render them very formidable foes.

The affair seems to have been conducted on the part of the
British with less than an average amount of prudence, and the
mistake which those in command almost needlessly committed
was onlyretrieved at the cost of an exhausting effort and of many
valuable lives, including Major General Cureton and other dis-
tinguished officers.

PUBLIC MEETING IN TORONTO. L .

Prorrerion versus Free-TrADE.—We bave given in ano-
ther column & tolerably full report of the. progeedings of ?he
meeting held on Friday, to consider this subject. The meeting
was at. first small, but increased until the large room of the
Court-house became quite or nearly full, and we suppose ah‘fut
500 persons were present. It was a_subject of remark with
several speakers, on the Free Trade side particularly, that the
farmers were not present in any number; and »tom.\rds three
o’clock, most of them who were present left the meeting to re-
turn to their homes. Had the question on the first resolution

been taken previous to their leaving, it is believed it wnu}({ have
been the reverse of what it ‘was—that such was the opinion of
the Free Trade party is ‘evident !‘mmthe fact, that they m.nde
repeated overtures to the Prot " ts for an C "_ tion,
on the basis of a resolution, deferring the question until the
action of the United States Senate should be known.  The
final result was, that the Sheriff dccided the amendment on the
Jirst resolution carried; and it being then neax seven o’clock,
and ull parties bartily tired, none of the remaining resolm'ions
were putat all; neither were the rem{i.ning counterresolutions,
although the Globe leads Tis readers ti infer that they were all
adopted at once. [Is thata manauvre, or a mistake, friend
Globe—answer us honestly, for onee 7 - Asnear as we were
able to judge, the numbers in favour-of the resolution-were as 4
to 3, or a majority of about 75. It is mecessary to observe,
that the difference of opinion betwen the speakers on opposite
sides was extremely slight—each party {requently claiming the
remarks of the other. The mover of the amendment is a Con-
servative—several of the Protection party—for instance Messrs.
Eastwood and Keele, are reformers—while throughout the room
the partisans of the present government and its opponents were
mixed with each other to an equal extent.

We mention this; because mnt impression had been industri-
ously disseminated by the Government “ cads,” aswe are in-
formed, that it was intended to make the meetinga political one
in opposition to: the Ministry ; and thus very many of the far-
mers, who, although reformers, are decided protectionists, were
induced to stay away, including the radical Warden of the Dis-
trict, many of the District Councillors, and a large number of
other requisitionists. = Thus, it will be seen, the majority in
favour of Free Trade was composed of both conservatives and
reformers, while the minoriry consisted almost wholly of the
former class—affording an opportunity, which the ingenuovs
Globe has not failed to use, of claiming the result ‘““as a glori-
ous trinmph of liberal opinions 1”

The meeting was a very noisy one, which must be our apolo:
gy for giving only a slight sketch of some of the speeches—
nearly all of whicl were exceedingly interesting, and did infi-
nite eredit to those members of the mercantile body in this city
by whom they were delivered.

‘We regret extremely that our very limited space hindered
us from availing oarselves of the Patriot's report of the speeches.
We can do no more than sabjoin the Resolutions,

Resolved 1.—That it is not the intention of this meeting to
pronounce any opinion in regard to trade universally free, but
to protest against a false and delusive;system, which, under the
name of Free Trade, is necessarily discouraging to Colonial
prospeets and feelings, by checking the struggling efforts of
intelligence and industry in a young community ; and with
reference to Canada in particalar, involving a dependence
upon, and a common interest and correspondence with, a foreign
country, rather than the Empire of which we form a part, the
consequences of which when developed will, in the opinion of
this meeting, embrace the diminution on this continent, o
British influence and commerce.

2.—That the British Empire, baving risen fo its present
eminence by means of Ler commerce, consequent on extended
colonial possessions, fostered by a system of protection which
embraced her agricultural, manufacturing, trading, and shipping
interests; such protective system cannot be departed from in
principle without endangering her prosperity ; the more so
when other nations, especially the United State of America,
maintain the most stringent protective policy.

3.—That this meeting, from its own experienee, is obliged to

all its interests, and is constrained to attribute the present misery
mainly to the mistaken application to these colonies of the
commercial policy of the day, which has-deprived them of the
preference formerly enjoyed by them in the British markets
over foreign countries, without according to them that equiva-
[ent which justice required, and that past and present experi-
ence proves the necessity that such a return to the protective
policy as shall secure the Canadian market for the products of
Canadian industry, conntervail the importation of such foreign
commodities as can be raised at home, and employ a portion of
our people in those manufactures which we now import from
countries refusing the admission of our own wupon terms of
mutual reciprocity, is indispensable to the revival of prosperity
among the 4nhabitants of those important dependencies of the
British erown.

4.— That the departure already made by Great Britain from
her protective policy, has brought ruin on the West ladia inter-
ests—destroyed the Colonial trade between the West Indies
&nd British North America—has diverted a large amount of
the Provincial trace from the British American ports to those
of the United States—injared the lumber trade—and has des-
troyed the extensive milling business and nccompnnyjng carry-
ing trade which sprung up here under the protection which
sprung up bere under the protection which was n.ﬂ'ered to Cana-
dian industry, by the wiseand beneficial regulations established
in 1843—an that in the opinion of this meeting, if the preseat
unprotective policy be persisted in, the inevitable consegences
must be to discourage our present increasing and thriving bome
manufactures—materially injure our Colonial shipping inter-
ests, whether on the Lakes or St.. Lawrence—depress our
Agricultural interests; and by throwing our artisans and
labourers out of work induce them to seek that employment
which protection affords in & foreign country, but which is
denied Lim here.

5.—'That it is one of the most imperitive daties, equally of
the Imperial Parliament and Provincial Legislature, to encou-
rage, by - judicious regulations, the productive industry of the
people under their guardianship, and this object can be most
effectually attained by the imposition of duties on foreign im-
ports, adjusted on such terms as will afford protection to home
industry in agricultural and mannfactures.

6.— That a fixed duty of not less than 5s per quarter,.on for-
eign wheat imported into England, and a corresponding daty
on foreign flour; and other produets in favour of Colonial, would
in the opinion of this meeting, contribute greatly to the relief of
these provinces from their present depressed condition, and this

have in view a common ohject—the fulfilment of our duties to
Her Most Gracious Majesty and tue welfare of the people in
this part of Her dominions.

The birth of a Princes since your last meeting will be hailed
by you as a subject of sincere congratulation.

I regret that the Commercial Interests of the Province
h'ave been, and still are, in a state of considerable depres-
sion, but 1 rejoice to see those signs of reviving trade and
prosperity in the Mother Country which will necessarily benefit
the Commerce and Industry of this Province—whilst we suf-
fer however, indirectly, from the revolutions whieh yet disturb
20 large aportion-of Europe—we may well be thankful that we
feel none but their remote effects.

The force of Law and the supremacy of tbe Civil Power in
the Mother Country bave demonstrated most strikingly the
excellence of those Institutions, in the maintenance of which
we have a common interest. We owe unfeigned gratitode to
that Divine Being who has upheld the integrity of the British
Empire, and has spared us the bloodshed and tumult with which
it hias pleased Him to visi so many great and powerful Nations.

At a time when other Countries are making such gigantic
efforts to increase facilities of intercourse by the construction
of Railways, we connot properly abstain from doing our utmost
to promote objects of the same character.

The Commissioners appointed by Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment, have made their Report on the proposed Line between
Halifax and Quebec, a copy of which will be laid before you.
I believe the destiny of these Provinces is, under Providence, |
involved in this question more than in any other which I
can name, §

1 believe that the elements of great future prosperity in the |
North American Colonies, depend for their immediate develop- !
ment on Public Works of this deseription. I am convinced '
'!1“ no sacrifice which tends to secure their execution will ul- |
timately be found too great, and I most earnestly recommend
to your faveurableconsideration any scheme for promoting them
which may be consistent with gaod faith and sound financial
principles. A despatch from Her Majesty's Secretary of State
on thissubject will be laid before youy and will show you that
its impértance is duly appreciated at home. i

The means which your liberality placed at the disposal of the |
Government in the last Session, have been duly applied in
Surveying the Ground for the important branch of Railway be-
tween Shediac and the city of Saint John.

With a view to the extension of our Commercial Intercourse
the improvement of the River St. John appears to be next in
importance to the subject of Railways. ~ Our object should be,
so far ss is practicable to throw open‘the Inland Communication
by Steam between the Bay of Fundy and the River St. Law-
rence. A measure relating to this subject will shortly be sub-
mitted for your consideration, and I trustthe Canadian Govern-
ment will be anxious to co-operate in  securing an object of
equal importance to both Provinces.

I'he Immigration from the Mother Country of the year just
