In November,
1873, Mr. Anderson accepted the incambency
of Penetanguisheue and parts adjacent in the
Diocese of ‘Toronto, and in 1876 was appointed
by the’ Mowat Government Protestant Chap-
lain to the Ontario Reformatory for boys, which
position he held until, at the earnest solicita-
tions of many frieuds in his old parish, he re-
sigried-in May of tho present year, The Bishop

of Toronto, in sending’ Mr. Anderson his Bene
decessit, says:—“1 wish to assure you of the
sincere regret with which I lose you from the
Diocese, especially in the peculiarly respon-
sible and important position which you have
filled so worthily and conscientiously in the
Boys' Reformatory.
