BRITISH GRAIN TRADE.

LoxpoXN, Mareh 20.—The Murk Lanc Erpress,
in its review of the Britlsh grajn trade for the
pust week, says :—The wealber has been favor-
able and the crop prospects are better than for
years puet. Oply o few weeks more uf sueh
weather will gecurs a rich development of all
agricultural produce. The faiorab e weather
has also produced a _marked improvement In
the condition of the English wheat brought 1o
market, but nothing could Improve the quality,
which in most cases is wretched. The deljveries
have been meagre, and the tolal season’s crop
attered to date 18 3,000,000 quarters less than dur-
ing the corresponding perlod last year. Hulders
are very firm, and an advance of I8. Is recorded
at several [mportant country marketa. Thelm-
provement, however, has not been felt at Mark
Lane, where the quantity of sound native wheat
off-ring ia ko small that the attention of millers
1s directed almost exclorively to forelgn. Inthe
face of rapidly dimipishing stocks and unusually
light arrivals a deciuedly improved consump-
tive demand has been experlenced for all vari-
ties of forelgn wheat, but only #1 former prices,
any inclinatlon on the part of holaers to ral-e
thelr pretenslons having been strenunurly re-
sisted hy buyers. The ogemtlous of miilers at
the beginning of the week were 00 8 somewhat
extensive scile, probably dueto the fact that,
wilh the arrival of the Easmer holidays, two
market days would be lost, and §0, while carry
fog out thelr reserved polies of hand to mouth
purchases, freer buying forthetlme became ne-
cessary  With reeard to the fature the po-itlon
remains upchanged. Amerlen clings 1o her re-
server in spite of the lower tendency of pricrs In
New York sund the little encourngement from
this side, oyt 1t must be admitied that she hus
hitherto played the waiting game well, and 1t Is
not {mpr.bable that siie may be rewarded ere
long with some measure of =secess, A note-
worthy feature of last week's imports was the
Inrze proportion {n which the arrivals from
Germany lgured. cut of a total supply of 37 637
qunrters, 21100 quarters were from GGerman
ports, a fact of considernble significance as in-
dleatlng the wililngness of nallons who have
wheat tospare and are not gu fail at the for-
mationof“rings” to send their produce ta Lomn-
don at the present rates, ‘I'he maize supply on
the spot is practically nil. and quotations conse-
quently are nom.inal. There isa little near at
hand, and the tendency of prices continues up-
ward, but bu) ers are extremely chary of buying
for futureshipment. asthe present prices are
far ton high to warrant such aperations, whih
Ameriea's iarge crop in the backgrourd. Oats
improved 6d to 18 per quarter on Monday last,
which has r.nce be~n malintained, supptles
being unusually light, and in the present searcity
of maize any reduction in the value of feeding
stufly is unllkely. The sales of Englirh wheat
during the pest week were 27,'07 quarters al 478
4d per quarier agalost 42,231 quarters at 404 rd per
quarter forthe corresronding week last year.

IRISH LIBERATION.

The Red Fiag Revolutionary Movement
in Americn—A NHuandred Thousand
Rifies, Half & Million of RMemn, and
Two or Three Millions of Money to do
the Work. '

(Special despatch to the Toronto Globe.)

Pmapsrraia, April 3.—The revolutionary
movement in favor of lreland that has just
been publicly started here will be marshalled
under ared flag. QOne of the leaders, a signer
of the call for the Convention, and one of a
group of Irish-Philadelphians who has done
much to*leaven the lump from which the
movement starts, sayd:—

We invend to throw 100,000 rifies into Ire-
land and put them in the baunds of men
trained to their use by army veterans. With
such a force we cau raise the flag of revolution
go that it will have some chance of floating.
‘The great trouble has always been the want of
organization. Twenty years ago everything
was divided by locality and clanpishness.
Then the organization of a revolntionary basis
was effected, and that idea at once reconciled
all other differences. “The revelutionary
organization in this country has effected
so far one good thing—the escape of
the Australian patriots. It took -a long
time, $30,000, and about ten thousand inter-
ested men, before it was accomplished ; but
here progress stopped. In Philadelphia we
are dissatisfied. The ¢ skirmishing fund” in
the hands of the Revelutionary Committee is,
it is said, belng epent for the election of cer-
tain men to Parlisment. Now we don't be-
lieve here in this Parliamentary agitation
policy, and it has alienated s great many
from the Revolutionary Committee. A
secref Convention was held not long since te
arrange these differences, but the lead-
era were reclected, and instead of tak-
ing instructions from the Convention they
quietly inetructed thatbody. The result was
worse than betore, Some leaders also won't
give any account of the money in their pos-
session, and if this Parliamentary agitation
policy iskept up, why the thing may tumble
to pieces, and the liberation of Ireland from
slavery may be postponed for another genera-
tion. Wo have, therefore, determined to try
and start an organization that ghall have ro-
volution for its first, last, and perpetual ob-
ject. The circuiars we sent out went to
every State in the Union. Of the 1,000 we
received sbout 300 answers favourable to
us. e want to raise two or three willions
of money. Unless we have that much it w’]l
be of no use. We will buy 100,000 rifles, and
teach 100,000 men how to use them. We
will get them into Ireland in one wav or an-
other, and, altbough the Irisb are net a
thoroughly patriotic race, still we count on
baving half a million of men. One man cut
of every ten who joined the Federsl army,
and one man out of every seven who joined
the Confederate army in the civil war, will

join us. A third of the Eunglish army is
composed of Iiish, and half this number will
join ue. The peasantry are hard to rouse.
They are 80 accustomed to slavery that they
know and expect nothing else ; bucthey will
support us. One of our emissaries Who re-
turned from Ireland recently said he never
had such bard work, but the peasants took to
the fdea with avidity. We expect 250 dele.
gates to our Convention. Each of these can
influence ten men, We can employ
military men to put everytbing in
order. and when once any success attends us
we sha!l bave everyth’ng our own way. We
ccunt most on the Irish in England, and Eng-
land can't throw any great number of men
into Ireland under a month. But, of course,
mouey is needed and a compact aggressive
organization. This we propose to supply,
and at the coming Convention the menns
and methods will be proposed and agreed to.
