MagseEr, Que., April 21.—This evening,
about 8 o'clock, werd was brought to the
villege by Constible Poter Leroyer that
Morricon was captured and had been wound .
ed in tylog to reeist. It appears tbat Con-
atable MoMahon and Leroyer bave been for
= couple of days hiding and watching from
the wooda in the vincity ef the house of
Morrison's father. About 2 o'clock this
afternoon they saw two men enter,but in the
distance could pot distinguish or recogrize
them., They watched steadily for the men
to come out again, bot night come ¢n and
findiog the two men did not reappear, the
constable decided to approach the honse and
asoertain if the fugltive was there. Asa
result they saw Morrison in the house and
waited for him outslde.

WOWNDED, BUT CAPTURED,

Evldently he heard the nolse of their foot.
step?, as in a lew momenta he came onteide
and found himself face to face with the two
coattabler, who immediately ordered bim to
throw up his hande. Three shots from a re-
volver way his reply to thia command, to
which the constables both returned fire, cne
of the balle striking Morrison on the left hip,
The constables immediately secared him and
Constable McMabon remained to guard the
prisoner, while Cunstable Leroyer ran to the
village for asalstance, Everybody immedis.
tely seizad thelr arms amd astarted for the
ncene ot the encounter., They wrapped Mor-
rison np ’a a blunket and brought him
prisoner, to the station at Maraden. They
are now walting for a special traln from
@&ﬁgnnﬂo to take the prisoner to Sherbrookes
jall.

THE OVTLAw'S CAPTORS.

Constable MoMahon, who arrested Morrl-
son, is ene of the most intelligent officers en
the Mentreal police force. He Is a single
man, and became a constable in Jaarch, 1886,
Since then, by his courtesy and attention to
duty, he has singled himself ont as ene of the
first men for promotion. He tpeaks both
languages perfectly. It was hs in company
with COhief Detective Cullen and Destective
Oarpenter who traced the murderer McGrath
to Lachine and arrested him, MoMahon for
the past year has been on special duty on St.
Jamen Street in the vicinity of the Poet offi e,
and his uniform courtesy meade bim liked by
all who came in contact with him, MocMahon
is over saix feet In helght and Is am good
patured as he Is tall. He {a highly respeoted
by his confreres as well as by his superiore,
When once he is given a case heaota like a
sleuth hound aud he has never ye: failed to
bag his game.

I then closed the dour and made trackas
scross the marahes for the village to get help.

A Short Line to Halifux via the Temlzconala
Read in Contemplntion,

———

Otrawa, April 22,—The St. Lawrence &
Muritime Railway company, who have ob-
tained a charter from the New Brunswick
Government, is & corporation that may yet
play an important part in the rallway devel-
opment in New Brunswick, and one that will
in all likelihood form part of the proposed
Grant Trunk oconnsction with the Atlantlo
seaboard. Thelr bill was promoted by Mr,
Hector Camefon ex-M.P., of Toronto, snd
wap, It was snid, originated by no less a
power than the Grand Trank Railway com-
pany, who, by the preposed construotion
of this pew line, would be enabled to
galn an independent route to the
Atlantic seaboard by the St, John valley,
and be in a position to ocompete wish
the Canadian Paolfic railway. Tihe ocharter
praotioally gives the company a roving com-
mission, starting from the New Brunswiok
end of the Temiscousta railroad at Edmone-
ton and ending at a point that will be con.
venlent for a port of shipment, It is aleo
understood that already the promoters of the
St. Jobn Valley rallway bave been approached
with a view to a transfer of their charter,
and if that is accomplished Frederioton, the
oapltal of the province, will be touched by
the Grand Trank system. When Mr,
Cameron was promoting the bill before the
Legislature he informed the Government that
the company had no intention of asking for a
aubaldy from the New Bruoswick Govern-
ment, but would butld at their own expense.

New Yoex, April 20.—For some months
pant the Venezuelan government has been ex-

ecting that the matters in dispute between
t and the government ot Great Britain wounld
be settled by international arbitration, but as
there axe as yet no signs that Great Britain
will consent to any such amicable method of
settling the difficulties, Mr. Pedro Vicente
Mijares, the Venezuelan Consnl in this clty,
bas thought it well to lay the entire matter
before the American people, with the object of
{ateresting them cn the side oifhis government.
Conaequently ke has sent a olroular to the
Herald, in wbich he has succinctly atated
the questions at issue, and maintains that
thers are valid reasons why the American
Goverment sheould not permit Britlsh ap-
croachments in Venezuela.
