abalf be traised to religious pratice no less
<han to the cultivation of kanowledge, We
are well aware that thanks ore dos, In the
first place, to the Bishcps for thelr toresight
and thelr perseveranze, and then to the co-
operation of private individusls. To both
will the pralee be due of havicg made by
thelr united ¢ fforta and connsels for the great
benefit of the S:ato, as well ap for that of the
Church, this important provision, e
dlsvorn, Veaerable Brathren, what the futare
fralt will be of such enterprises ; and the
thought Ia most chesring to us that the Ci-
tholic nsme, doubly defended, both by the
laws aud by the equitable judgments of men,
v;ill be free to make a rapld progress in thess
cities.

CHARACTER OF THE NEW
1TALY,

This somewhat happy atste of thinge
abread makes yet more bitter the knowledge
of theee things which are happening nearer
bome., For here our enemies never cease to
attack the Churoh, and are eves dally beoom-
ing more bold ; nor are they ashamed operly
to glory in thelr orime, Thls is well shown
by the worde of a public man who, lately
speaking to a ocrowded es embly, iathered for
this very purpose, poloted out olearly what
they Intend coocerning the Cburch and the
Roman Pontifizate. do also in the City of
Rome were like words keard In Jone, when
it war songht by unwonted and nolsy exprea-
fons not g0 mach to ahow honor to a deterter
ast $o0 a heap dizhonor on the Chursh, It is
therefore easily perceived that everywhere
the opinions of men are inclining to the eame
directicn, and that all have the same objeat,
namely to raiss emmity against an auclent
rellgion, and by the help and leadership of
evil sects to sever the whole Italian wuation,
if possible, from the bosom of the Church,
You clearly detect, Venerable Brethern,
the oplinlons full of audacity and insolence
The rights of tho Roman Pontiff; are attack-
ed In the very City of Rome, and areso im-
paired in the minds of men that they are
sald to bo of no greater Importance than that
which ja genorally ascribed to the affsira of
royal houses, That which has been sontohed
from usit is attemptod to confer npon Its new
porsessors with a firm and enduaring right, as
if foroce and wroog could be a foundation of
right, It would be altogether supeifluous te
enumerate here the anique titles upon which
the Holy See asserts, and will ever asseet, Its
right to the City of Rome. Nor is there
need to remind you of the nature of the olvil
prioncipality of the Roman Pontiffe, which
alnoe it object ia to eafeguard the liberty and
digolty of the apostolic administration, rests
on a foundation entirely peculiar to {tuetf and
different from that of all other principalities.
But we osunot and cught notto pasa over
aliogether in sllence’ thess renewed attacks
apon the Holy See, Bat [n the attack apsn
our righte, we do not propoee an a® end s¢
much to preserve that which is greater and
highor. For ws wish to preserve the Chris-
tlan falth 1o its integrity, aa it behooves us ;
for ita safety Iz threatened when they who
rule the people assfgn to the Stato as duty te
asgert the supremacy of the human reason, so
that obsourity being set up, there remaina
nothing bat o reject totally what bas been
delivered by God and to openly revolt from
the Ohurch,

AWOMALY OF THE NEW CONDITION OF THINGS
IN ITALY.

Therefore the question o debate 1a not
murely ibas che State anouid bave no one re-
ligion more {cofluential than ancther, and
that it shounld dispense equally of right to
each one without distinotiony in which mat-
ter in truth this very equality isiniquitonn
and highly persiclous ; bat it ie their good
pleature to harrase the name of Catholles by
a poblio proclamation of war, and to unite
cennsels and foroes with the worst enemles
of Jesus Ohrist, It may seem hardly oredi-
able that matters should have reached snch a
spanss, and thls, moreover, ln the Itallan peo-
ple, who by the glft of God, afa very early
‘time, beheld the light of Christlan truth, and
was both sensible of and religlonsly pre-
sorved for the space of ninetesn centurlee,
the very great and altogother apsclal benefion
of the divivine goodness.

) INIQUITY OF THE NEW PENAL LAW.

The lat of Janunry next will bring withit,
a3 you know, the baginuing of the New Penal
Law, When, last year, thia law wan belng
deliberated upon by the Logislative Aweem-
bly, s, on cnrpart In this verw nlace, 4id
pot, a8 Wae oar daty, omit to cenaure those
polnts which, under the appoarance of chas-
tislng licenss, really aim at diminlehing the
juat libarty cof the clergy, and obstracting
sheir work. Io this we sald thas o very great
disparsgement would be done to the Oburoh,
whalch, divinely copstitntad aftor the mode!
of a porfeot mooiety, Iv ludependent (sui
Jjuris), nd ought nof, in the exerclse of ite
duties, to ba subjected to any command of
men. Ab the tame time we complained that
an Injary was being dene to the whole ordsr
of ths clergy in that, with no probabls ren.
son, and with a contempt for the authority
of sacred right,special laws wera being estab-
jished with epacial severity. And neverthe-
less those laws, with very llttle alteration in
their bearing, were approved of and passed,
Wother.fors, mindful of cur Apostolic office
rensw, now that the injury has boen done,

theas same expsstulations wkich we mads

when it was begun,

THE FPROPOSED LAW ON BSEOULABIZING
CHARITIES,

Buat you see that mnother wounnd arising
out af this one isthreatening the Church, Wa
understond that a law has been propored
abont charitable Institutiona rds Operibus
Piiz}, whick they bave juot latsly approved
of by a hasty vote. Aud thies very lsw, they
themeelves admit, kas been laid as the step-
ping atone to other thinge, namely, for wip-
ing out frcm the inesitutions of Staten all
traces of religion, The arrangement of the
Iaw agrees indeed with a plan of that kind,
for the foroe of it is, in the first place, partly
to destroy whatever instifution has been
founded for charitable purposes, partly to
change it into another shapasnd naturs, go
that it evidently appears that by means of g0
great an alteration the overthrow of institu-
tionw that have been founded will most ¢raly
be effzated. .

But above all else this is nelther in bar-
mony with kindness nor juetloe, that nlmost
everything that bas been founded or lefs by
will for divine worship, for the repose of the
departed, or for providiog dowries for girls
aspirlng to communities of nuox—that for
this very reason these things should bs con-
stdered as pawmslog to others and as empty,
and shouid bs turned to other uses. In this
it s very evident that the wishes of the
founders are violated, eapeclally bacause they
asalgned their moaoey to thoss very intentlons
which are racited and under mo oonsider-
ntions to others. And these purposes, since
they belong to religlon, to the relief of the
nouls of the faithfal departed, to the perfec:
tion of virine are by natare as immutable
and perpetual as those rights and dutles
wnoich joln man to God.

Bat this alec we can by 0o means pses ovar
{n silenas, that to the Commijttees of Ten for
presiding over the administration of money
tor rellef, almost all persons, no! even ex-

cepting women, may be lawfully elsoted, but
parieh priests msy not. And this determin-

ation it ham been their good pleasure so to

record on tha account of the well-known

affeotion of the varish priesta towards their

Bishops and the R>msn Pootiff ; so that it

should not be possible to doubt vith what in-

tentlop, and for what pnrposes, they have de-

vised this law of which we arespeaking.

A SHAM PRETENCE CN THE PART OF THE
STATES

No doubt they eay that this this benefao-
tlon should be called lay, Is order that It
may be more acceptable ; for they add, per-
sons in milsfortune usually nccept with greater
bashfnlness and have less couragae when they
fell that they ars in the presenoce of Caristian
barity. But it is a sad thiog that there
shonld ba found among Christian pzople wao
so greatly err to thelr estimate of that virtue,
which I8 the Chlsf and the Queen of the rest.
For Indeed, a sincere wlil of assisting our
fellow-oreatnres cannot aprlog up except from
the Inmost sense sonse of kindly disposition ;
but it is only possible that this should reside,
if not solely, at least chitfly in the breasts of
thoss who look upon vash one as snother
self, and love them in the plate of brothers ;
who acknowledge that othera cqually with
themselves have heen born of God as their
Fathor, and who have been equally redesmed
by the blcod of Jeaus Christ, and have been
valled to the same happloess in heaven.
Moreover, Jarus Christ 30 loviogly embracer
the poor ahd unfortunate ao as to reckon aots
of kindness due to them as laid up with him-
solf, and to consfder bhimseli to he placed un-
der an obligation by the good deed. Sinoce
then charity is accompanied by these feel.
inoge, she {s eo far from breaking the spirits
of those in distress, that she rather ralacs
them to 8o great a dignity of character, such
as man witbout the light of heavenly doc.
trine could not imsgloe ¢ven in thought.
Now. in truth, charity of these dizpositions
way In valn be songht for ontside the Caunrch
of God, since Jeaus Chriet hus lef; Ler the
mole heir of His wisdom, diecipline, and
graces. Shealwo at all times hes given very
great proofs of how well she has bsen accus-
tomed both to give heed to the counsels of
her divine iounnder, and to imitata His exam-
ples, Ia there eny kind of wos that the
Church bas not been zcalous to relieve, not
oaly with maternal affzction, but alio with
surpassing forethomght and watchfcloees ?
Thue, especlally by her work and a=zthority,
or at least by her connasel, her kindneas, ber
proteoting oare, relief snitable to varying
oalamitles;have been found everywhere In the
world, but more numerora in those places
where the Charch Is more flourlshing, and
the z:al for Chrleilan virtues is greater.
Distloguished by thie glory has Italy been,
which, by retulning the Catholio faith un-
tornished throngh prosperity and advorsity,
bas besn at all times most plentifully produo-
tive of pood deedn of this kind, For thle roa-
gon it is all the more unnataral and vaworthy
of the Italian race to hava wished to ematch
away from the Cburch the possitility of
exercleing public beneficence, They had
alleged indeed that revenues were equandersd
or badly applied ; but the lght of sruth
burst forth from o quarter whence they
wonid Icaet have wished it. The enquiry
Instituted about the administretion brilliant-
ly retuted the falsely Iabrlcated accusation.

Even an justice requires that they should
rendsr a ready obedlence In matters of a
olvil kind to the political anshority, so In
thote which appertain to the care of senls
they canoot ba enbjrot to auy other aushority
except that of ourselves and of those who
role them by = legitmate title, unless, which
God forbid, they wieh to separate from the
oantre’of Uathello usity.

Kncyc'ical Letter froin Fope Leo.

BALTIMORE, Md., Fab. 8.—The latzst encyeli-
clot lebter of Pope Leo is o lengthy document.
It deals with a varieby of subjects, but the ulpi:

the necessity of Cbristian perfection, * That
which is trua of individusl men,” hesays, *'1s
true also of sooiesy, boib in the family and iu
the State. If any Siate aima only abv exteraal
advantags and wealth ; if ibis wont in its gov-
ernment to put sside God and the moral law, it
wroogfully turas away from its end sad from
tha teaching of nsture, and canuot be called a
community or socicty, but is rather a deceitful
resemblance and a parody.” e asserts thav
Oatbolics have special dutins in life, and that
their first duty is to their church and then to
their country. The Pops defines the mutual
rights and functions of the Church and the
State. The Church is the mistrese of nationa
sonttered over the whole earth, differing in race
and cuatsms, whose duts it is, liviog each in its
owa State, under its own laws, to submiv both
to civil and ecclesiassical power.” He admite
that rulers of S:iates should be free to guide
their affaire, not only without the opposition,
but with the assistance of the Church, but as
the direction of souls hae been piven to the
Church alons, political power has no right or
ioterference wivh the Church. Tha Church, he
says, must concern herself about the iaws
tormulated in S:atea becanse of the welfare of
the State  teell, and they scme-
times encreach on the right of the Church by |
passing their bounda.

*“ And since the welfare of the State,” the
Pops concluder, ** is peculiarly depeudent op
the tirectioa of its goveroores, the Qburch can-
not give either patronage or favour to the men
at whose hands she knows only opprezsion, who
in the broad day refuss 10 respr ct bor righta acd
who strive to tear asunder:her civil and sacred
constitusion, bound together as they are in
their very essence, Un the other baund, she is,
as she should be, the def-nder of thoze who
jusily appreciate what is due to tha civil and
Christian ssate, and desire to werk peacefally
for the commoo good of botb, and it should br
remembered that whenever the Church ia law:
fully brought in connection with public affairs,
those men should recsive favor who are of
knewn honesty and are likely to deserve
well of the Christian name, Nor is there
the lezst reason why men should bs pre-
ferred who are filled wibh evil intentions ngaiaat
religion,"
