In e:tablishing themselves at Ghadames,
where, however, they subsrquently fell vlc.
E!ml to a fanatical outbresk of the tribesmen,
Cardinal Lavigerle's next move was to
sstablish four ventral missions In equatorial
Africs, one on the oconge, another on Lake
Tangsnika and a third and fonrth on the two
Nyanes lakes, The diffcalties he bad te sur-
mount In accomplishing this can be judged
from the fact that it tosk hia mimicnaries
leurteen monthy to reach the two latter
itatione, In the course ef which long jourmey
uo lesa than eight perished of exhaustion and
Mckness. The misslons, onoe they were
established, proved very ancoessful, however,
and they have aslace grown Into semething
Yike 15 stations, necessitating the miaktry of
dome 40 prlests, whe bave converted, in some
inm:nuu, whole villages to Ohristanity.

Siapdlog 6 feet
2 inches in height, and bullt in proportien,
his lywing beard gave his kindly face a truly
pstriarchal appearance, and bis offizlal robes
tnvested hls figure w t1 an lmpressive dig-
nity, His frlends have fur yesrs besought
him to resign hi» Af:ican biebopric and ac-
cejt a post lo France, bat he hae always
turoed a deaf ear to such appeale, and on one
pscaelon he replied that he would rather die
of hard labor in Africa than suooumb, as he
curely would, to remorse in Franca If he de
sarted those devotsd micnionariea who, at his
request, have jolned him to laber for the re-
demption « f the dark continent. Daring the
yeara that he has adminletered the see of
Carthagr, 1t 18 8aid that he has collsoted over
$2.000,000 for the propagation of the falth in
Afrios, where his misslonaries have accom-
plished, and sare still performing, a vast
amount of geed, even if they have not yet
succeeded in the suppreselon of the alave
trade, —Boston Republic.

The Moat Rev, Arcbblshep Iceland, of St,
Panl, delivered an tmportsnt and inetractive
address before the Natlonal E lucational Con-
ventien which sat in that city recently. In
the courae of his remarks he eald :—

¢ State action in favor of lnetructlon im-
plles free achocls en which knowledge Is con-
ditloned In the asking ; In no other manner
can we bring in:t -uction within the roach of
all children. Freo achools! Blest Indeed ls
the patien whese valer and hillsides they
adorn, and bleat the ganseratlone upen whoee
sotli are poured thelr treasures ! Neo tax Is
more legitimats than that which la levied for
tne dlepelling of mental darkoess, and the
bullding up within a nation's bosom of Intel-
ligent manhood and womaunheod. The free
scheol of Amerlca—withered be tho hand
rafsed fn slgn of its destruotion! Can I be
suspected of enmity to the atate rchoeol be-
canre I tain would widen the exparas of 1ty
winge antil all the children of the peopls fiad
shelter beneath thelr cover, because I till of
defecte which fer very lovo of the stats school
I eeck to remedy ! I turn to the parlah scheol.
It exists, 1 repeat mv regret that there i»
the neceseity for its oxfetence. In behslf of
tke ttate schaol, I oall upon my fellaw Amerl.

It treats of land and
sea, bnt not of heaven: It speske of states:
men and warriers, bot is silent on God and
Ohriat; It tells how te astaln sucoess In this
wotl, but says nothing as to the world be-
yond the grave. The pupll sees and listens ;
the cenclusion Is Inevitable, that religlon lu of
miner impertance. Roligious lodifference
will be his creed; his manheaed will be, as
his ghildheod in the sohool, easranged frem
God and the positive inflaence of rel-gian,
The trief and hurrisd leasons of the family
fireside and the Sunday school will not
avail. At bsst, the time s too short for thet
most diffionlt of lessone, religlen. The child
1s tired trom the exacting driil ef the schoel-
reom, snd will net rellsh an extra task, of
the necessity of whioh teacher, in whom he
oonfides mont trustingly, hae sald notblog.
The great masa of children recelve no firerlde
leason, and attend no Sunday scheol, and the
great mass of oblldren of Amerioa are grow-
ing op witaout religlun,  The churchen are
open and teachers are at hand, but the non.
religlons mchoel haw olaimed the attention
and the hard work of the child during five
dava of the week ; he In unwllllag to submlt
te the drudgery of anotbers hour's werk on
Sanday, The ohildren of tho masses are
lesrning no religion. The religion of theus-
ands, who aye supposed te be religious, s the
meroat veneering of mind and heart. Ita
dootrines are vagnest and most ohaotio notleny
a8 to what God is, and what are sur relations
te him are. Very often s Is mere sentimen-
talisy, and its precepts are the decerous rul.
Ings of --nnn,i culture and natural pelioy.
