In digging out the ruins of Pompeii,
every turn of the spade brings up some
relic of the ancient life, some witness of
Imperial luxury.

The '%urnin lava rolled above them and
beyond ; ang the faithful dog turned back
to share the fortune sof its mistress—dyin
at her side. Seen by the light of such an
incident, how vividly that night of horrors
looms upon the scene !

languidly chatting over the day’s events
and of the unusual heat? Does it not hear,
with them, the troubled swell of the waters
in the bay—see, as they do, how the night
comes down in sudden strangeness, how
the sky opens overhead and flames. break
out, while scorige, sand, and smolten rocks
come pouring down?
