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person from its territory, an extradition treaty is the exclusive means for a requesting 
government to obtain such a removal and that it is the policy of nations to request return of 
abducted persons. Canada and its component governments do not hold to a policy of 
abductions from American territory, and if abductions occur, they could not reasonably 
expect the United States to acquiesce in Canadian courts’ disrespect of U.S. sovereignty 
through exercise of jurisdiction over abducted individuals. The Government of Canada 
would, upon protest, cooperate to obtain the return of an abducted fugitive."
